JUDGING AND RIBBONS

NQA certified judges will evaluate all entries, and ribbons will be awarded in all categories. In addition, ribbons will be
awarded for the following merit prizes: Best in Show, Best Machine Workmanship, Best Hand Workmanship, Best
Use of Color, Judges’ Choice, Show Chairs’ Choice, and Viewers’ Choice.

ENTRY RULES

Please read entry rules carefully as the Quilt Show Committee reserves the right to disqualify any entry not meeting
these criteria. The Quilt Show Committee also reserves the right to change the category of a quilt, and to eliminate a
category if five or fewer pieces are entered into it. If a category is eliminated, those quilts will be reassigned to anoth-
er category. The Quilt Show Committee also reserves the right to divide a category of 20 or more quilts into two
groups for judging. All quilts will be handled with the utmost care, however, we cannot be responsible for acts of na-
ture beyond our control. Insurance is the responsibility of the owner. (Check your Homeowner's Insurance Policy)

Although we would like to show every quilt entered, we reserve the right to limit the number of quilts in the Bed Quilt
categories. Decisions will be made on overall size and order of registrations received.

1. All quilts entered require a separate entry form, entry fee and a 4 x 6 photograph of the quilt. NO 8% x 11 photo
graphs will be accepted. Incomplete forms will be returned and will not qualify for entry.

2. The non-refundable entry fee for judged quilts is $15.00 for members and $20.00 for non-members. For all non-
judged quilts, the fee is $10.00. Anniversary quilts may be submitted free of charge unless judged. Please make

checks payable to Brownstone Quilt Show.

3. Depending on the number of entries, we reserve the right to limit entries to two quilts per person per category for
judging. There is no limit on the total number of quilts you may enter. Although we would like to show

every quilt entered, we reserve the right to limit the number of quilts in the Bed quilt categories. Decisions will be
made on overall size and order of registrations received.

4. You must include a self-addressed, stamped envelope with your entry. A letter of receipt will be mailed back to you
together with a numbered muslin square which you will use to cover your quilt label. Be sure to retain your receipt
and bring it with you when you drop off and pick up your quilt.

5. All quilts must have a label sewn on the back, in the lower right hand corner, (as you face the back of the quilt) con-
taining your name and the name of the quilt. This label must be covered with the muslin patch provided with your
registration acceptance. This is to be sewn in place. Please do not use freezer paper or pins. Covering your labels
allows for the quilts to be judged anonymously.

6. The predominant technique used in making the top determines whether it is pieced or appliqued.

7. Quilts must not have been in a previous Brownstone Show.

8. Add the entire width and length of all four sides of the quilt to determine the perimeter.

9. All quilts must be clean, and free of pet hair or strong odors, including smoke.



DELIVERY AND RETURN OF QUILTS

Hand Delivery: Quilt should be brought to the Lutheran Church of the Redeemer, 55 Wyckoff Ave., Ramsey
on Tuesday, November 4, between 3.00 p.m. and 7.00 p.m. Please be sure to bring your entry re-
ceipt.

Mail Delivery: When mailing your quilt, be sure the box is sturdy enough for shipment and safe from water damage.
Include a copy of your receipt. If your quilt is to be mailed back to you, please also include a return
address label and a shipping label and a shipping fee of $30.00.

Pickup/Return Quilts may be picked up at the end of the show on Saturday, November 8, after 4.30p.m.

You must present your entry receipt to have your quilt returned to you. If someone else is picking
up your quilt they must have your written permission along with your entry receipt.
