Vendor Rules and Guidelines
Commercial Food Vendor Licensing:

· All commercial food vendors are required to provide a copy of general liability insurance and a Texas Department of State Health Services “Temporary Food Establishment-Single Event” permit with their application.

· This permit requirement also applies to permanent food establishments, which already have state licenses for their restaurant.

· The application is available at the TDSHS web site: www.dshs.tx.us.  DSHS recommends that you complete submit application at least 30 days prior to the event. 
Food Vendor Licensing Exemptions:

· To be exempt from this permit requirement, you must be a Nonprofit 501(C) Organization or be a religious organization meeting the definition of a church under the Internal Revenue Code. You must be able to provide proof of your nonprofit or Religious organizations status.
· Vendors must provide tables, chairs, canopies, canopy weights and other items needed for their booth space. No covered area is provided for vendor booth spaces. Lessee is responsible for all expenses of their booth construction. Booth spaces must be soundly constructed and all stakes or other obstructions clearly marked.

· Booths should be kept clean and neat at all times. Signs, banners, and decorations must be constructed in such a manner as not to obstruct the view of other booths. Crepe paper or other highly flammable materials are not permitted.
· Vendor’s designated space shall be used solely for the purpose outlined in the contract for booth rental. No part of any space under the contract shall be transferred or sublet to another person.

Booth Set-up/Removal:
· No booths will be allowed to begin set up prior to 9:00 a.m. on July 4, 2022 and must be set up by 12:00 p.m.  Vendor booths must be removed after the fireworks show has concluded.
Booth rental payment:

· Payment for booth space must be made in full with the completed application. Vendors who have not paid in full prior to the event will not be guaranteed a booth space. Payment must be made by Friday, June 24, 2022, providing space is still available.

· Payments must be by check, cash, credit/debit card made payable to the Pittsburg-Camp County Chamber of Commerce.  
· Booths are assigned to vendors on a first come, first served basis.

· Booth spaces will not be held for vendors who have not completed an application and paid in full.

Terms:

· The terms of this contract may not be altered, changed, cancelled, or refunded after approval.  If the booth lease contract is accepted, NO REFUNDS will be made to the vendor/lessee.

· It is mutually agreed and made a part of this lease contract for booth space that the vendor(s) shall comply in all respects with the rules, regulations, and insurance and tax requirements of the Tri-County Independence Day Blast Committee as well as all local, state and federal laws.

· Lessee(s) agree(s) to indemnify and hold harmless the Pittsburg-Camp County Chamber of Commerce, its agents, officers and employees from all claims, losses, costs, damages or expenses resulting or arising from any and all injuries to or death of any person or damage to any property caused by an act, omission or neglect of Lessee(s) or Lessee’s agents, employees, invitees, contractors, or guests which occurs in or about the leased space. Lessee(s) agree(s) to use and occupy the leased space at Lessee’s own risk and hereby release Lessor, its agents, officers, employees and invitees from all claims for damage, loss, or injury to persons or property to the full extent permitted by law occurring in or about the leased space, including, but not limited to, damages resulting from the acts of other lessees, theft, vandalism, fire and other casualty damage or damage arising out of any defect in the premises.
