Citizen Committee to engage the community. The group discussed listing firefighter needs and 

possible options for a new station. Commissioner Guthrie recommended touring the new Rock 

Island station for ideas.

OLD BUSINESS 

Engine 63 is repaired and operational. 
 

NEW BUSINESS 

Chief Lee proposed raising stipends for Volunteer Firefighters, noting that the current rate has 

been $10 per point since 2012 or 2013. One option discussed was offering certified EMTs a 

higher rate as an incentive. The Commissioners expressed interest in beginning these 

discussions. 
 

Chief Lee plans to work with Lexipol on policy updates, with commissioner support. 
 

The District had 783 calls in 2025. 
 

Commissioners approved Chief Lee’s leave record. 
 

Chief Lee received a $9,000 quote for testing all hoses and portable pumps. 
 

Chiefs Report: 

Chief Lee briefed the Board about discussions regarding a regional county facility staffed with 

mechanics to service District vehicles. He also proposed involving school districts in this 

initiative. Additionally, there is a potential for hiring a Radio Technician, with Rivercom 

covering expenses for radio installations. 

Chief Lee informed the Board that Engine 62’s door was repaired after wind damaged its hinges. 

Chief Lee informed the Board that the District has obtained the Federal Quad on loan. The 

District must adopt ATV training, secure insurance, and obtain a federal license for it. 

Chief Lee told the Board that Officer Academy begins January 25th. 

Chief Lee said the District should set a donation threshold. The State Auditor advised accepting 

donations by resolution and recording them in the minutes. 

Chief Lee stated that the District must keep Fuel Tracking Paperwork in the trucks as requested 

by the State Auditor. 

Chief Lee received a $6,000 quote from Plumb Co to reroute Station 62’s roof drains in Dryden. 

Commissioner Gutherie moved to accept the bid. Commissioner Schmitten seconded the motion. 

Motion passed. 
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Chief Lee informed the Board that resignation letters were sent to volunteers who have not been 

attending. The deadline to return forms, if they wish to continue volunteering, is February 1st. 

Chief Lee informed the Board that the Volunteer Association is revising its bylaws. 

 

GOOD OF THE ORDER 

Cordell Lak, who serves as a volunteer firefighter and is also a taxpayer, raised concerns 

regarding the proposing of a bond or another levy at this time. He recommended additional 

community outreach and suggested evaluating other options, including loans, regional 

construction projects, or non-voter bonds.
