Endowment Grant Application Summary

Quilt Guild of Greater Houston (QGGH)
The Quilt Guild of Greater Houston (QGGH) appreciates your interest in applying for grant funds through our endowment program.  The purpose of the endowment grant fund is to enhance, encourage or advance the art of quilting through continuing education for guild members and others in our community.  $600 is available annually to any QGGH member(s) in good standing at the time of application submission.

The member applicant must complete the QGGH Grant Application which can be accessed online via the Guild’s web site at www.qggh.org or by obtaining a paper copy from the Guild at the address provided at the bottom of the page.  Questions regarding the endowment program or the application can be forwarded via email or to the QGGH mailing address, attention:  Endowment Chair.  Applications will be accepted twice a year, March 1 and September 1 for disbursement in May and November respectively.  Recipients will be notified in writing and will be required to sign for receipt of the grant funds.  Decisions regarding awarding of grant funds are made by the QGGH Board and are final.  

Grant funds can be used for fees, registration, tuition, travel, lodging, meals, materials, notions, and texts.  Grant funds must be used within one calendar year from written notification date of award or returned to QGGH to be redistributed through the endowment program.

Grant recipient is required to provide a written final report and financial documentation / receipts within 6 months of completion of the grant project.  Recipients are highly encouraged to give a verbal report or other type of presentation (workshop, technique demonstration, show and tell) to guild members at a morning or evening monthly guild meeting.  This allows all guild members to benefit.  Final report is required within six months of completion of project.  Recipient’s written final report will be published in the monthly newsletter and on the guild’s website.
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
