This notice is issued pursuant to RCW 59.12.030(6) due to 

your occupancy at the subject premises without the permission or consent of the owner, or color 

of title thereto. 

 

  In case of your failure to vacate the subject premises at the time and date set forth above, 

you shall be deemed in Unlawful Detainer of the premises.  Failure to vacate the premises at the 

date and time set forth above may cause the commencement of legal action against you. 

 

State law provides you the right to legal representation and the court may be able to 

appoint a lawyer to represent you without cost to you if you are a qualifying low-income 

renter. If you believe you are a qualifying low-income renter and would like an attorney 

appointed to represent you, please contact the Eviction Defense Screening Line at 855-657-

8387 or apply online at https://nwjustice.org/apply-online.
