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Audit-Ready vs. Audit-Prepared
Many organizations confuse being audit-prepared with being audit-ready. While both may result in passing an audit, only one approach is sustainable.
Audit-Prepared
Definition:
Preparing specifically for an upcoming audit.

What it looks like:
- Scrambling before the audit
- Updating documents at the last minute
- Coaching employees on what to say
- Temporary fixes

Risks:
- High stress
- Repeated findings
- Systems decay after the audit
Audit-Ready
Definition:
Operating in a way that audits are simply a snapshot of normal work.

What it looks like:
- Processes used daily
- Documentation reflects reality
- Employees understand expectations
- Issues addressed as they occur

Benefits:
- Low stress
- Fewer repeat findings
- Continuous improvement
