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013. Edwin Hall Twists
We have received information concerning an kEdwin Hall tyre
driven Twist ride examined by one of our members - Pollard
Engineering Ltd. The centre pole of this ride was found to
have broken loose from its conneclions to tlhe two plales at
its base, i.e. the welds had failed.

We are aware that this preblem has beoen identified previously

in relation to the Edwin Hall device. It is therefore thought
that the welds are unsatisfactory from Lhe design pointl of
view. The Committee have not heard of any instance of the
crachs propagatling into the cantre Llube ilselflf - a failure

path which would involve much more serious risk of accident.
Nor, however, are we aware of any design study Lo assess
whelher propagation into the tube is likely. It is therefore
thought that examination may neod {to take mececount of both
potential failure paths,
