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Title: The Speedy Speech Therapy Model
Description: Participants will be able to develop a thorough understanding of how to incorporate the Speedy Speech model into an RTI and/or speech therapy program. The presentation will discuss the latest research supporting alternate service delivery models and will highlight the evidence-based data collection and progress monitoring process. Various therapeutic techniques and strategies for 10-minute therapy will be shared for both articulation and language skills. Participants will have opportunity to view lesson videos and discuss ways to incorporate this methodology into their current program.
