We are a
sending church, not merely a seating church.

Key Question: Do I understand and celebrate being part of my church’s vision and values?

e (4 clarifies our relational reach: Core (our heart), Congregation (regular attenders),
Community (Lake Forest and surrounding cities), Cosmos (the nations).

e Generosity is worship in numeric form—shaping our budget reveals what shapes our
hearts.

Key Question: How will I strengthen my daily habits and generosity to stay anchored to God?
