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“When it rains, it pours” can have many connotations.  We’ve had quite a bit of precipitation lately and of course the vegetation appreciates that.  On the other hand, tourists and even farmers haven’t enjoyed the timing of the very wet spring.  The farmers have not been able to plant the spring crops and therefore have lost a bit of their livelihood.  Tourists prefer sunshine over rain. 
 
The above phrase is so often used as a cliché to indicate that sometimes unpleasant things happen in our lives and it seems that in some of those times it just piles on to the point that it is hard to bear.  It does seem that recently we have heard a lot of news about a few of our dear loved ones in the church experiencing cancer diagnosis, financial struggles, returning ailments, etc…  It can seem like “when it is raining its pouring” but I would also like to point out another perspective in the midst of the storm.

I have seen in recent days the outpouring of God’s love and generosity in the people of God (not that I haven’t seen it in the past).  I have seen God work miracles in finding a home for the homeless (a near impossibility this time of year), funds to help a family caught in the midst of a fight with lymphoma, a desire to come together in ways not often seen to use our hands and our feet to love and care for each other.

I have seen love expressed in ways other than words!  I have seen people looking with spiritual eyes instead of self- preserving eyes.  I have sensed more intimacy, more brotherly and sisterly love, more of a desire to be involved in God’s work.

You see, there is an upside to “when it rains, it pours”.  I believe when life deals a blow that, if we allow it, God’s Spirit pours life into the body of Christ in such a way that it pours out of our lives into those who need to be nourished when life has impoverished their soul.  As Acts 4:32 states, “All the believers were one in heart and mind.  No one claimed that any of his possessions was his own, but they shared everything.”  

When God has our attention, he can work!  Sometimes hardship gets our attention and God does say “a broken and contrite heart, O God, you will not despise.” (Psalm 51:17).  I don’t wish upon any of us that God gets our attention through a hard and difficult path.  That is not always necessary. e Decorated card
stock square (5"x3S")

e Scissors

 Hole punch

* 2 one-inch circles
of card stock

e Glue N 74

* Pipe cleaner (3 inches)

* Drinking straw

What you do:

1. Fold the square corner to
corner to form an X.
Unfold.

2. To make spokes, cut the
four creases until an inch
from the center.

3. Punch a hole in the middle
of the square, near the tips
of each spoke, and in the
middle of each circle.

4. Fold each spoke toward
the center, lining up the
holes. Glue in place.

5. Wrap one end of the pipe
cleaner around the top of
the straw. Thread a circle,
the pinwheel, and the
remaining circle onto
the pipe cleaner.

6. Roll the pipe cleaner end
into a ball. Then spin!
