I have been a little impatient looking for them but when last week got so busy for me, I paid little attention to what was happening.    Then I looked up today and thought “wow”, what a change from the last time I paid any attention to the trees.  This inattentiveness can hit us in so many ways.  As our children are growing up we go through periods of busyness when we all of the sudden realize the changes that have happened, and the stuff we missed because we weren’t paying attention.

Our marriages and friendships can suffer the same thing.  We miss out sometimes.  How do we change that habit of taking life in overdrive and forgetting to stop and “smell the roses”?  We need to value time!  I am not talking about “chronos” time (your clock time) but “Kairos” time (God’s time).  Don’t be so concerned about what comes next and when you’ll have time to do it (Chronos), 
but instead be “in the moment”, seize the opportunity to just be present.  Enjoy what God has put in front of 
you right now and make it count.

We need to see how things are interconnected not so much by what comes first and then what comes  next, 
but how the whole event, or season, or series of circumstances flows into an epiphany of God at work.   Difficult events in our lives can bring seasons of intimacy with God that we would never have experienced 
if it weren’t for that thing that slowed us down and made us look.  

Remember Lamentations 3:19-24, “I remember my affliction and my wandering, the bitterness and the gall.  
I well remember them, and my soul is downcast within me.  Yet this I call to mind and therefore I have hope:  Because of the  Lord’s  great love we are not consumed, for his compassions never fail.  The are new every morning; great is your faithfulness.  I say to myself, ‘The Lord is my portion; therefore I will wait for him.’”  This, my friends, is living in Kairos time!  We are not always very good at it and it takes practice, but it is a beautiful thing to be enveloped in your thoughts with the love of God  and his providential care over us.

Life isn’t always fair and it sometimes is more than we can bear alone but that again is why we need to place ourselves in God’s timing and plan for our lives.  Ecclesiastes 3:1 says “there is a time for everything, and a season for every activity under heaven.”  Live your life to the fullest, not to the fastest.
