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I am about to embark on a real weird thought! It has to do with flossing our teeth! Several years ago I was told by my dentist that flossing my teeth is real important. Now, I know it must be important for my teeth because that is what flossing is all about, right? Now my dentist reiterated the things I already knew, which was flossing reduces cavities, it helps deter bad breath, it reduces gum disease and of course it helps prevent plaque build up.

What I was not aware of was that there are studies that indicate that flossing one’s teeth can lower the chance of heart related diseases, like a-fib and heart failure. I guess it has something to do with reducing bacterial infections in the mouth that can travel through the bloodstream and affect the heart (that is my way of explaining it). I also understand that abscess infections in the mouth can possibly travel to the brain, which seems very dangerous. When my dentist mentioned this reason for flossing I thought, “O, that’s important.” My hygiene in my mouth affects the health of my body elsewhere.

Now here is where my weird topic of flossing dovetails into a spiritual application. We are aware that our own sin hurts us in our relationship with Christ (Psalm 51:4 – “against you only have I sinned”). It damages our intimacy and blocks unbridled fellowship with him. What we may not be as aware of, is that our sin also affects those around us and the rest of the Body of Christ. 1 Corinthians 15:33-34 states, “Do not be misled; Bad company corrupts good character. Come back to your senses as you ought, and stop sinning; for there are some who are ignorant of God—I say this to your shame.” In other words, those who are ignorant of God will be even more ignorant if we keep sinning. Its not just about me, my witness affects many others, good or bad. 

Just like my lack of attention to my teeth and gums can potentially cause a heart problem, my inattention to my sinful ways can bring harm to the rest of the Body of Christ and others as well. Gee, when I put it that way I need to be more accountable for my spiritual hygiene. Even my secret sins eventually have an impact on the rest of the Body of Christ because it damages both my relationship with God and inevitably with others as well.  

So, keep flossing to help stay healthy! Stay away from sin so both you and others in the Body can be healthier. Recognize that our actions and inactions do indeed have an impact on not just ourselves, but others.
