     Can we ever really know what is going on with someone else? I’ve asked myself this question, and I don’t believe we can. Your pain is personal to you, but God knows your pain. He knows you so well because He made you. I have to believe that He uses our pain to shape us and make us more than we were before.
     I read a story once about how a silversmith refines silver. He takes raw silver and heats it up to high temperatures and the impurities come to the top. As he does, he must watch it the whole time scraping off all those impurities until it is pure. When the silversmith was asked how he knows when the silver is pure he said, “When I can see myself in it.” I know when you are going through pain whether it is physical pain, mental pain or spiritual pain it seems impossible that it will ever end. I know from my own pain that it tears me apart. I can see God’s hands molding me into what he wants me to be. It isn’t an easy process. I like to think I’m a little like the silver in this story. Though the fire is put to me, God is there tending to my needs until I am finished, and when He can be seen in me. I like that idea because I know I have many things that God has made right in me and is still making right.
     I have no idea what you may be experiencing. I do know God can be there with you too. What if instead of thinking how you will ever get through the pain you are in, ask God to be with you until you are on the other side of it. Isaiah 43:1-3 says, “Do not fear, for I have redeemed you; I have summoned you by name; you are mine. When you pass through the waters, I will be with you; and when you pass through the rivers, they will not sweep over you. When you walk through the fire, you will not be burned; the flames will not set you ablaze. For I am the Lord your God, the Holy One of Israel, your Savior. * 1/4 cup maple syrup

* 2/3 cup pecan pieces

* 1/4 cup raisins

* 2/3 cup dried fruit (any)

What you do:

1. Microwave syrup, spices,
seeds and nuts for 30
seconds at a time, stirring
frequently, until mixture
thickens.
