If you cannot attend the meeting on Sunday, please come around 9:00 Monday morning to pick up the
same—however, Sunday is better, so that you will have time to study the instructions, check out your
location and ask questions. If you have a Team Leader, he or she may have scheduled a team meeting for
you, and you can collect instructions and vests at that time. (And if none of these options work for you,
contact us and we will figure out an alternative!

We are a little short of volunteers, as many ‘regulars’ are traveling this year. If for any reason you cannot
join us, please tell us as soon as possible. And if you have any friends or family who would like to help,

please let us know and we will find good spots for them, too!
