Epiphany 2: “Walking the Questions” – Parish Hall EXPERIENCE *SEARCH FOR Jesus*

Big Idea:
Just as people in Jerusalem were asking, wondering, and seeking when Jesus appeared, we walk the questions also.
Set-Up (10–15 minutes before class)
Create 4 simple stations around the parish hall.
No dividers, no costumes required — signs and space to do the work.
Each station needs:
· One large sign (printed or handwritten)
· One short Scripture or question or place a Bible to be read at each station, put a bookmark for the scripture. 
· A volunteer or teacher (optional but helpful)
Station 1: JERUSALEM — “A City Asking Questions”
(Starting Point)
Sign text:
“Where is He?” (Matthew 2:2)
What happens here:
· Gather students briefly.
· Read aloud (or paraphrase):
People in Jerusalem were disturbed. They asked questions. They wondered what God was doing.
Prompt (spoken):
· Why do you think people were confused or uneasy?
· Have you ever felt unsure about what God was doing?
Action:
· Students write or draw one question on their craft sheet or paper:
· “Who is Jesus?”
· “What is God doing?”
· “What does God want from me?”
Then they walk together to the next station.



Station 2: THE ROAD — “Seeking and Following”
Sign text:
“We have come to worship Him.”
What happens here:
· Explain briefly:
The Magi didn’t have all the answers — but they moved anyway.
Movement element (important):
· Have students walk slowly and quietly in a line or circle for 20–30 seconds.
· No talking — just walking.
Prompt:
· Following God often means moving forward before we understand everything.
Optional action:
· Students add a small arrow, footprint, or path line to their craft.

Station 3: THE SCRIBES — “Knowing Scripture”
Sign text:
“And you, Bethlehem…” (Micah 5:2)
What happens here:
· Read or paraphrase how the scribes knew the Scripture but didn’t go themselves.
Discussion (very short):
· Is it possible to know about God but not follow Him?
· What’s the difference between knowing and trusting?
Action:
· Students add a word to their craft:
· “Listen.”
· “Trust”
· “Follow.”

Station 4: WORSHIP — “Stopping Before Christ”
(Ending Point)
Sign text:
“They fell down and worshiped Him.”
What happens here:
· Invite students to stop moving.
· Quiet moment (10–15 seconds).
Prompt (spoken softly):
· The Magi stopped walking when they found Jesus.
· We stop, too.
Action options (choose one):
· Silent prayer
· One sentence prayer together:
“Lord Jesus, help us follow Your light.”
· Students place their craft on the floor/table briefly as a sign of offering.

How This Connects to the Craft
After the walk:
· Students return to tables.
· Finish decorating or answering questions on the Jerusalem craft.
· Now the craft holds movement, questions, and meaning.
You can say:
“This isn’t just a craft. It tells the story of seeking Jesus.”

Age Adjustments (Quick)
· Grades 3–4:
Keep movements short, speak questions aloud, and draw instead of writing.
· Grades 5–6:
Write one question + one response word (trust, follow, listen).
· Grades 7–8:
Add reflection line:
Where am I still walking toward Jesus?
Why This Works for Epiphany 2
· Uses space → reinforces journey.
· Uses questions → matches Gospel tone.
· Uses movement → helps restless kids engage.
· No acting pressure, no memorization
· Deeply Anglican: Scripture, reflection, embodied worship
1. PRINTABLE STATION SIGNS (One Page Each)
You can print these on plain paper or cardstock.






STATION 1: JERUSALEM — A CITY ASKING QUESTIONS
“Where is He who has been born King of the Jews?”
(Matthew 2:2)
Jerusalem was filled with questions and uncertainty.
People sensed that God was doing something new, but they did not yet understand.
Question to consider:
What questions do you have about Jesus or about following Him?




















STATION 2: THE ROAD — SEEKING AND FOLLOWING
“We have come to worship Him.”
The Magi did not have all the answers, but they chose to follow the light God gave them.
Question to consider:
What does it look like to keep moving forward in faith?


























STATION 3: THE SCRIBES — KNOWING SCRIPTURE
“And you, Bethlehem…” (Micah 5:2)
The scribes knew the Scriptures, but they did not go to see Jesus for themselves.
Question to consider:
What is the difference between knowing about God and trusting Him?

























STATION 4: WORSHIP — STOPPING BEFORE CHRIST
“They fell down and worshiped Him.”
The journey ends in worship.
When the Magi found Jesus, they stopped and offered their gifts.
Prayer:
Lord Jesus, help us follow Your light.

























2. LEADER SCRIPT (Short, Hand-Held, No Memorizing)
You can give this to helpers or read it yourself.
Opening (before walking):
“Today we are going to walk through the story of Epiphany.” Just like the people in Jerusalem and the Magi, we will walk, ask questions, and stop to listen for God.”

Station 1 – Jerusalem:
“Jerusalem was full of questions. People wondered what God was doing. Think of one question you have about Jesus or faith.”

Station 2 – The Road:
“The Magi didn’t stay still. They followed the light God gave them. We’re going to walk quietly, thinking about what it means to follow God.”

Station 3 – The Scribes:
“Some people knew the Scriptures but did not go themselves. Knowing is important but trusting and following matters too.”

Station 4 – Worship:
“When the Magi found Jesus, they stopped and worshiped. Let us stop now and offer our hearts to God.”

Closing:
“Epiphany reminds us that Jesus is revealed to those who seek Him.”














3. AGE-GROUP ADAPTATIONS (FOR THE WALK)
Use these cues as you move.
Grades 3–4
· Speak prompts aloud.
· Students draw instead of write.
· Simple phrases: Jesus leads us, God is with us.
· Keep walking segments short.
Grades 5–6
· Write one question + one response word (trust, follow, listen)
· Add arrows or footprints to craft.
· Brief discussion at Station 3
Grades 7–8
· Write a personal question at Station 1
· Silent reflection during walking
· Add sentence at Station 4:
Where am I still seeking Jesus?

4. CRAFT CONNECTION SCRIPT (TO BRING IT ALL TOGETHER)
Use this when students return to tables.

“As you finish your Jerusalem craft, remember the walk we just took.
Jerusalem reminds us that questions are part of faith.
The road reminds us that faith keeps moving.
Scripture reminds us to listen carefully.
Worship reminds us where the journey leads.”

Optional closing prayer (all ages):
“Lord Jesus, help us follow Your light, ask honest questions, and worship You with our lives. Amen.”
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
