Trinity 1  06/02/2024 

Old Testament:  Jeremiah 23:23-32 
23 Am I a God at hand, saith the LORD, and not a God afar off? 
24 Can any hide himself in secret places that I shall not see him? saith the LORD. Do not I fill heaven and earth? 
saith the LORD. 
25 I have heard what the prophets said, that prophesy lies in my name, saying, I have dreamed, I have 
dreamed. 
26 How long shall this be in the heart of the prophets that prophesy lies? yea, they are prophets of the deceit 
of their own heart; 
27 Which think to cause my people to forget my name by their dreams which they tell every man to his 
neighbour, as their fathers have forgotten my name for Baal. 
28 The prophet that hath a dream, let him tell a dream; and he that hath my word, let him speak my word 
faithfully. What is the chaff to the wheat? saith the LORD. 
29 Is not my word like as a fire? saith the LORD; and like a hammer that breaketh the rock in pieces? 
30 Therefore, behold, I am against the prophets, saith the LORD, that steal my words every one from his 
neighbour. 
31 Behold, I am against the prophets, saith the LORD, that use their tongues, and say, He saith. 
32 Behold, I am against them that prophesy false dreams, saith the LORD, and do tell them, and cause my 
people to err by their lies, and by their lightness; yet I sent them not, nor commanded them: therefore they 
shall not profit this people at all, saith the LORD. 

Psalm: 90 (BCP 453)   

LORD, thou hast been our refuge, * from one generation to another. 
2 Before the mountains were brought forth, or ever the earth and the world were made, * thou art God from 
everlasting, and world without end. 
3 Thou turnest man to destruction; * again thou sayest, Come again, ye children of men. 
4 For a thousand years in thy sight are but as yesterday when it is past, * and as a watch in the night. 
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5 As soon as thou scatterest them they are even as a sleep; * and fade away suddenly like the grass. 
6 In the morning it is green, and groweth up; * but in the evening it is cut down, dried up, and withered. 
7 For we consume away in thy displeasure, * and are afraid at thy wrathful indignation. 
8 Thou hast set our misdeeds before thee; * and our secret sins in the light of thy countenance. 
9 For when thou art angry all our days are gone: * we bring our years to an end, as it were a tale that is told. 
10 The days of our age are threescore years and ten; and though men be so strong that they come to 
fourscore years, * yet is their strength then but labour and sorrow; so soon passeth it away, and we are gone. 
11 But who regardeth the power of thy wrath? * or feareth aright thy indignation? 
12 So teach us to number our days, * that we may apply our hearts unto wisdom. 
13 Turn thee again, O LORD, at the last, * and be gracious unto thy servants. 
14 O satisfy us with thy mercy, and that soon: * so shall we rejoice and be glad all the days of our life. 
15 Comfort us again now after the time that thou hast plagued us; * and for the years wherein we have 
suffered adversity. 
16 Show thy servants thy work, * and their children thy glory. 
17 And the glorious majesty of the LORD our God be upon us: * prosper thou the work of our hands upon us; 
O prosper thou our handy-work. 

Epistle: 1 John 4:7-21 
7 Beloved, let us love one another: for love is of God; and every one that loveth is born of God, and knoweth 
God. 
8 He that loveth not knoweth not God; for God is love. 
9 In this was manifested the love of God toward us, because that God sent his only begotten Son into the 
world, that we might live through him. 
10 Herein is love, not that we loved God, but that he loved us, and sent his Son to be the propitiation for our 
sins. 
11 Beloved, if God so loved us, we ought also to love one another. 
12 No man hath seen God at any time. If we love one another, God dwelleth in us, and his love is perfected in 
us. 
13 Hereby know we that we dwell in him, and he in us, because he hath given us of his Spirit. 
14 And we have seen and do testify that the Father sent the Son to be the Saviour of the world. 
15 Whosoever shall confess that Jesus is the Son of God, God dwelleth in him, and he in God. 
16 And we have known and believed the love that God hath to us. God is love; and he that dwelleth in love 
dwelleth in God, and God in him. 
17 Herein is our love made perfect, that we may have boldness in the day of judgment: because as he is, so are 
we in this world. 
18 There is no fear in love; but perfect love casteth out fear: because fear hath torment. He that feareth is not 
made perfect in love. 
19 We love him, because he first loved us. 
20 If a man say, I love God, and hateth his brother, he is a liar: for he that loveth not his brother whom he hath 
seen, how can he love God whom he hath not seen? 
21 And this commandment have we from him, That he who loveth God love his brother also. 
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Trinity 2   06/09/2024 

Old Testament:  Deuteronomy 20:1-9 

20 When thou goest out to battle against thine enemies, and seest horses, and chariots, and a people more 
than thou, be not afraid of them: for the LORD thy God is with thee, which brought thee up out of the land of 
Egypt. 
2 And it shall be, when ye are come nigh unto the battle, that the priest shall approach and speak unto the 
people, 
3 And shall say unto them, Hear, O Israel, ye approach this day unto battle against your enemies: let not your 
hearts faint, fear not, and do not tremble, neither be ye terrified because of them; 
4 For the LORD your God is he that goeth with you, to fight for you against your enemies, to save you. 
5 And the officers shall speak unto the people, saying, What man is there that hath built a new house, and hath 
not dedicated it? let him go and return to his house, lest he die in the battle, and another man dedicate it. 
6 And what man is he that hath planted a vineyard, and hath not yet eaten of it? let him also go and return 
unto his house, lest he die in the battle, and another man eat of it. 
7 And what man is there that hath betrothed a wife, and hath not taken her? let him go and return unto his 
house, lest he die in the battle, and another man take her. 
8 And the officers shall speak further unto the people, and they shall say, What man is there that is fearful and 
fainthearted? let him go and return unto his house, lest his brethren's heart faint as well as his heart. 
9 And it shall be, when the officers have made an end of speaking unto the people that they shall make 
captains of the armies to lead the people. 

Psalm: 19 (BCP 363) 

THE heavens declare the glory of God; * and the firmament showeth his handy-work. 
2 One day telleth another; * and one night certifieth another. 
3 There is neither speech nor language; * but their voices are heard among them. 
4 Their sound is gone out into all lands; * and their words into the ends of the world. 
5 In them hath he set a tabernacle for the sun; * which cometh forth as a bridegroom out of his chamber, and 
rejoiceth as a giant to run his course. 
6 It goeth forth from the uttermost part of the heaven, and runneth about unto the end of it again; * and 
there is nothing hid from the heat thereof. 
7 The law of the LORD is an undefiled law, converting the soul; * the testimony of the LORD is sure, and giveth 
wisdom unto the simple. 
8 The statutes of the LORD are right, and rejoice the heart; * the commandment of the LORD is pure, and 
giveth light unto the eyes. 
9 The fear of the LORD is clean, and endureth for ever; * the judgments of the LORD are true, and righteous 
altogether. 
10 More to be desired are they than gold, yea, than much fine gold; * sweeter also than honey, and the 
honeycomb. 
11 Moreover, by them is thy servant taught; * and in keeping of them there is great reward. 
12 Who can tell how oft he offendeth? * O cleanse thou me from my secret faults. 
13 Keep thy servant also from presumptuous sins, lest they get the dominion over me; * so shall I be 
undefiled, and innocent from the great offence. 
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14 Let the words of my mouth, and the meditation of my heart, be alway acceptable in thy sight, * O LORD, 
my strength and my redeemer. 

Epistle: 1 John 3:13-24 
13 Marvel not, my brethren, if the world hate you. 
14 We know that we have passed from death unto life, because we love the brethren. He that loveth not his 
brother abideth in death. 
15 Whosoever hateth his brother is a murderer: and ye know that no murderer hath eternal life abiding in him. 
16 Hereby perceive we the love of God, because he laid down his life for us: and we ought to lay down our lives 
for the brethren. 
17 But whoso hath this world's good, and seeth his brother have need, and shutteth up his bowels of 
compassion from him, how dwelleth the love of God in him? 
18 My little children, let us not love in word, neither in tongue; but in deed and in truth. 
19 And hereby we know that we are of the truth, and shall assure our hearts before him. 
20 For if our heart condemn us, God is greater than our heart, and knoweth all things. 
21 Beloved, if our heart condemn us not, then have we confidence toward God. 
22 And whatsoever we ask, we receive of him, because we keep his commandments, and do those things that 
are pleasing in his sight. 
23 And this is his commandment, That we should believe on the name of his Son Jesus Christ, and love one 
another, as he gave us commandment. 
24 And he that keepeth his commandments dwelleth in him, and he in him. And hereby we know that he 
abideth in us, by the Spirit which he hath given us. 

 

Trinity 3  06/16/2024 

Old Testament:  Jeremiah 31:1-14 

31 At the same time, saith the LORD, will I be the God of all the families of Israel, and they shall be my people. 
2 Thus saith the LORD, The people which were left of the sword found grace in the wilderness; even Israel, 
when I went to cause him to rest. 
3 The LORD hath appeared of old unto me, saying, Yea, I have loved thee with an everlasting love: therefore 
with lovingkindness have I drawn thee. 
4 Again I will build thee, and thou shalt be built, O virgin of Israel: thou shalt again be adorned with thy tabrets, 
and shalt go forth in the dances of them that make merry. 
5 Thou shalt yet plant vines upon the mountains of Samaria: the planters shall plant, and shall eat them as 
common things. 
6 For there shall be a day, that the watchmen upon the mount Ephraim shall cry, Arise ye, and let us go up to 
Zion unto the LORD our God. 
7 For thus saith the LORD; Sing with gladness for Jacob, and shout among the chief of the nations: publish ye, 
praise ye, and say, O LORD, save thy people, the remnant of Israel. 
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8 Behold, I will bring them from the north country, and gather them from the coasts of the earth, and with 
them the blind and the lame, the woman with child and her that travaileth with child together: a great 
company shall return thither. 
9 They shall come with weeping, and with supplications will I lead them: I will cause them to walk by the rivers 
of waters in a straight way, wherein they shall not stumble: for I am a father to Israel, and Ephraim is my 
firstborn. 
10 Hear the word of the LORD, O ye nations, and declare it in the isles afar off, and say, He that scattered Israel 
will gather him, and keep him, as a shepherd doth his flock. 
11 For the LORD hath redeemed Jacob, and ransomed him from the hand of him that was stronger than he. 
12 Therefore they shall come and sing in the height of Zion, and shall flow together to the goodness of 
the LORD, for wheat, and for wine, and for oil, and for the young of the flock and of the herd: and their soul 
shall be as a watered garden; and they shall not sorrow any more at all. 
13 Then shall the virgin rejoice in the dance, both young men and old together: for I will turn their mourning 
into joy, and will comfort them, and make them rejoice from their sorrow. 
14 And I will satiate the soul of the priests with fatness, and my people shall be satisfied with my goodness, 
saith the LORD. 

Psalm: 27 (BCP 371) 

THE LORD is my light and my salvation; whom then shall I fear? * the LORD is the strength of my life; of whom 
then shall I be afraid? 
2 When the wicked, even mine enemies and my foes, came upon me to eat up my flesh, * they stumbled and 
fell. 
3 Though an host of men were laid against me, yet shall not my heart be afraid; * and though there rose up 
war against me, yet will I put my trust in him. 
4 One thing have I desired of the LORD, which I will require; * even that I may dwell in the house of the LORD 
all the days of my life, to behold the fair beauty of the LORD, and to visit his temple. 
5 For in the time of trouble he shall hide me in his tabernacle; * yea, in the secret place of his dwelling shall he 
hide me, and set me up upon a rock of stone. 
6 And now shall he lift up mine head * above mine enemies round about me. 
7 Therefore will I offer in his dwelling an oblation, with great gladness: * I will sing and speak praises unto the 
LORD. 
8 Hearken unto my voice, O LORD, when I cry unto thee; * have mercy upon me, and hear me. 
9 My heart hath talked of thee, Seek ye my face: * Thy face, LORD, will I seek. 
10 O hide not thou thy face from me, * nor cast thy servant away in displeasure. 
11 Thou hast been my succour; * leave me not, neither forsake me, O God of my salvation. 
12 When my father and my mother forsake me, * the LORD taketh me up. 
13 Teach me thy way, O LORD, * and lead me in the right way, because of mine enemies. 
14 Deliver me not over into the will of mine adversaries: * for there are false witnesses risen up against me, 
and such as speak wrong. 
15 I should utterly have fainted, * but that I believe verily to see the goodness of the LORD in the land of the 
living. 
16 O tarry thou the LORD'S leisure; * be strong, and he shall comfort thine heart; and put thou thy trust in the 
LORD. 
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Epistle: 1 Peter 5:5-11 
5 Likewise, ye younger, submit yourselves unto the elder. Yea, all of you be subject one to another, and be 
clothed with humility: for God resisteth the proud, and giveth grace to the humble. 
6 Humble yourselves therefore under the mighty hand of God, that he may exalt you in due time: 
7 Casting all your care upon him; for he careth for you. 
8 Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil, as a roaring lion, walketh about, seeking whom he 
may devour: 
9 Whom resist stedfast in the faith, knowing that the same afflictions are accomplished in your brethren that 
are in the world. 
10 But the God of all grace, who hath called us unto his eternal glory by Christ Jesus, after that ye have suffered 
a while, make you perfect, stablish, strengthen, settle you. 
11 To him be glory and dominion for ever and ever. Amen. 

 

Trinity 4/St. John the Baptist  06/25/2023 

Old Testament:  Malachi 3:1-6 

3 Behold, I will send my messenger, and he shall prepare the way before me: and the LORD, whom ye seek, 
shall suddenly come to his temple, even the messenger of the covenant, whom ye delight in: behold, he shall 
come, saith the LORD of hosts. 
2 But who may abide the day of his coming? and who shall stand when he appeareth? for he is like a refiner's 
fire, and like fullers' soap: 
3 And he shall sit as a refiner and purifier of silver: and he shall purify the sons of Levi, and purge them as gold 
and silver, that they may offer unto the LORD an offering in righteousness. 
4 Then shall the offering of Judah and Jerusalem be pleasant unto the LORD, as in the days of old, and as in 
former years. 
5 And I will come near to you to judgment; and I will be a swift witness against the sorcerers, and against the 
adulterers, and against false swearers, and against those that oppress the hireling in his wages, the widow, 
and the fatherless, and that turn aside the stranger from his right, and fear not me, saith the LORD of hosts. 
6 For I am the LORD, I change not; therefore ye sons of Jacob are not consumed. 

Psalm: 82 (443) 

GOD standeth in the congregation of princes; * he is a Judge among gods. 
2 How long will ye give wrong judgment, * and accept the persons of the ungodly? 
3 Defend the poor and fatherless; * see that such as are in need and necessity have right. 
4 Deliver the outcast and poor; * save them from the hand of the ungodly. 
5 They know not, neither do they understand, but walk on still in darkness: * all the foundations of the earth 
are out of course. 
6 I have said, Ye are gods, * and ye are all the children of the Most Highest. 
7 But ye shall die like men, * and fall like one of the princes. 
8 Arise, O God, and judge thou the earth; * for thou shalt take all nations to thine inheritance. 
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Epistle:  Isaiah 40: 1-16 

40 Comfort ye, comfort ye my people, saith your God. 
2 Speak ye comfortably to Jerusalem, and cry unto her, that her warfare is accomplished, that her iniquity is 
pardoned: for she hath received of the LORD's hand double for all her sins. 
3 The voice of him that crieth in the wilderness, Prepare ye the way of the LORD, make straight in the desert a 
highway for our God. 
4 Every valley shall be exalted, and every mountain and hill shall be made low: and the crooked shall be made 
straight, and the rough places plain: 
5 And the glory of the LORD shall be revealed, and all flesh shall see it together: for the mouth of the LORD hath 
spoken it. 
6 The voice said, Cry. And he said, What shall I cry? All flesh is grass, and all the goodliness thereof is as the 
flower of the field: 
7 The grass withereth, the flower fadeth: because the spirit of the LORD bloweth upon it: surely the people is 
grass. 
8 The grass withereth, the flower fadeth: but the word of our God shall stand for ever. 
9 O Zion, that bringest good tidings, get thee up into the high mountain; O Jerusalem, that bringest good 
tidings, lift up thy voice with strength; lift it up, be not afraid; say unto the cities of Judah, Behold your God! 
10 Behold, the Lord GOD will come with strong hand, and his arm shall rule for him: behold, his reward is with 
him, and his work before him. 
11 He shall feed his flock like a shepherd: he shall gather the lambs with his arm, and carry them in his bosom, 
and shall gently lead those that are with young. 

 

Trinity 5/St. Peter: 06/30/2024 

Old Testament:  Ezekiel 2:1-10 

2 And he said unto me, Son of man, stand upon thy feet, and I will speak unto thee. 
2 And the spirit entered into me when he spake unto me, and set me upon my feet, that I heard him that spake 
unto me. 
3 And he said unto me, Son of man, I send thee to the children of Israel, to a rebellious nation that hath 
rebelled against me: they and their fathers have transgressed against me, even unto this very day. 
4 For they are impudent children and stiffhearted. I do send thee unto them; and thou shalt say unto them, 
Thus saith the Lord GOD. 
5 And they, whether they will hear, or whether they will forbear, (for they are a rebellious house,) yet shall 
know that there hath been a prophet among them. 
6 And thou, son of man, be not afraid of them, neither be afraid of their words, though briers and thorns be 
with thee, and thou dost dwell among scorpions: be not afraid of their words, nor be dismayed at their looks, 
though they be a rebellious house. 
7 And thou shalt speak my words unto them, whether they will hear, or whether they will forbear: for they are 
most rebellious. 
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8 But thou, son of man, hear what I say unto thee; Be not thou rebellious like that rebellious house: open thy 
mouth, and eat that I give thee. 
9 And when I looked, behold, an hand was sent unto me; and, lo, a roll of a book was therein; 
10 And he spread it before me; and it was written within and without: and there was written therein 
lamentations, and mourning, and woe. 

Psalm:  67 (BCP 418) 

GOD be merciful unto us, and bless us, * and show us the light of his countenance, and be merciful unto us; 

2  That thy way may be known upon earth, * thy saving health among all nations. 

3  Let the peoples praise thee, O God; * yea, let all the peoples praise thee. 

4  O let the nations rejoice and be glad; * for thou shalt judge the folk righteously, and govern the nations upon 
earth. 

5  Let the peoples praise thee, O God; * yea, let all the peoples praise thee. 

6  Then shall the earth bring forth her increase; * and God, even our own God, shall give us his blessing. 

7  God shall bless us; * and all the ends of the world shall fear him.   

 

Epistle: Acts 12:1-11 

12 Now about that time Herod the king stretched forth his hands to vex certain of the church. 
2 And he killed James the brother of John with the sword. 
3 And because he saw it pleased the Jews, he proceeded further to take Peter also. (Then were the days of 
unleavened bread.) 
4 And when he had apprehended him, he put him in prison, and delivered him to four quaternions of soldiers 
to keep him; intending after Easter to bring him forth to the people. 
5 Peter therefore was kept in prison: but prayer was made without ceasing of the church unto God for him. 
6 And when Herod would have brought him forth, the same night Peter was sleeping between two soldiers, 
bound with two chains: and the keepers before the door kept the prison. 
7 And, behold, the angel of the Lord came upon him, and a light shined in the prison: and he smote Peter on 
the side, and raised him up, saying, Arise up quickly. And his chains fell off from his hands. 
8 And the angel said unto him, Gird thyself, and bind on thy sandals. And so he did. And he saith unto him, Cast 
thy garment about thee, and follow me. 
9 And he went out, and followed him; and wist not that it was true which was done by the angel; but thought 
he saw a vision. 
10 When they were past the first and the second ward, they came unto the iron gate that leadeth unto the city; 
which opened to them of his own accord: and they went out, and passed on through one street; and forthwith 
the angel departed from him. 
11 And when Peter was come to himself, he said, Now I know of a surety, that the LORD hath sent his angel, and 
hath delivered me out of the hand of Herod, and from all the expectation of the people of the Jews.
