QUALIFICATIONS: 
 
 
 

1. Must be a present or former member of Metro Phoenix USBCA, GPBA or PWBA 
for a minimum of 15 years, unless injury or illness has shortened career. It is not 
necessary that the years be consecutive. 

 
2. Must have bowled in not less than 15 GPBA, PWBA or Metro Phoenix USBCA 

Championship tournaments (unless injury or illness has shortened career). 
 
3. Must have won local (City) recognition in Arizona for their ability in bowling and 

must have won at least one (1) City Championship title; i.e. a winning team, 
singles, all events or doubles events, Masters, Queens or Princess tournaments. 

 
4. Must have distinguished themselves in outstanding bowling performance and 

good sportsmanship over a period of years. 
 

5. A posthumous award may be awarded. 
 
6. Applicant must be at least 35 years of age or older.
