TOURNAMENT RULES 
 

1. The Metro Phoenix USBC Association Military Tournament is open to all current certified Metro Phoenix USBC members. Members of other USBC 
Associations are eligible provided they pay the required transfer fees prior to the start of the tournament. 
 

2. Teams must include at least (2) bowlers with a military service background and maximum of (2) guests. There will be an 840 average cap for team 
event. List your lineup, it will be the same for Team, Doubles & Singles. Doubles teams are #1 & #2, and #3 & #4. No average cap for Doubles, each 
Doubles must contain at least 1 military. No substitutions. Bowlers who are bowling as military entry must provide proof of military service, which 
includes: Active Duty Military ID, VA ID, Veterans designation on an official ID, DD214, etc. 
 

3. Only 1 PBA member allowed per team. All PBA members with a military status are eligible and welcome, no restrictions! 
 

4. Handicap will be 90% of 230. Maximum Handicap will be capped at 140 and Maximum high game score will be capped at 300. 
a. All Events individual Scratch and Handicap are included in entry fee. 

 
5. Averages: 

a. Entrants shall use their highest 2021-2022 league average (winter) minimum 21 games. 
b. If no 2021-2022 league average is available, the bowler will use highest 2020-2021 (winter) league average with 21 games or more. 
c. If none of the above, the bowler will use a current (winter) 2022-2023 league average with 21 games or more. Each bowler must provide a 

copy of their league sheet from the league secretary as verification. 
d. If none of the above is provided, bowler will use 230. USBC rules 319A, 319B and 319C will apply. 

 
6. Deadline for entries will be December 5, 2022. Returned checks – Any check in payment of entry fees for the tournament, returned for non-payment, 

will be assessed a service charge of $35.00. 
 

7. Tournament/Association management reserves the right to cancel any tournament and/or squad due to lack of entries/participation by the Closing 
Date of the tournament or as deemed necessary. All entries with fees will be returned to the team captain. Playing Rules of the Metro Phoenix USBC 
Military Tournament stated herein and those of the USBC will govern all participants. The Tournament director(s) will have the final say on all 
questions and disputes. All decisions shall be final and binding. 
 

8. Dress Code: Proper bowling attire Allowed - Polo Shirt, Bowling Jersey, Collared Shirt, Hemmed Jean Shorts, tailored shorts, jeans (neat & 
clean),Dress or Casual Pants, Capri Pants, Skirt, Skort. Not allowed: T-Shirts, Tank tops, Sleeveless Collared shirts, Workout attire (sweat pants, 
sweatshirts, spandex, gym wear), No leggings of any kind, Halter tops, Bare midriff/tube tops and Spaghetti tops, Hats or Headwear, Caps, Clothing 
with obscenities, Holes, Frays, Tears. The Tournament Director will have the final decision regarding acceptable attire. 
 

9. The current USBC Playing Rule Book shall govern any rule not covered above.
