General Information

TheAward

Two or more $1000 Kiwanis Club of Thousand Oaks Key Club Member Scholarship awards will be given to
graduating students from Thousand Oaks, Newbury Park, Oak Park, Agoura, Westlake, Conejo Valley
High School or Century Academy who intend to enroll in a two or four year college, university or
technical school in the fall of 2026. The scholarship is open to students who have been active in their
school’s Key Club. Each awardee will receive a one-year scholarship of $1,000.

Note: Particular attention is paid to students demonstrating financial need: family income and first
generation to attend higher learning are a consideration. Essay should include applicants' community
service activities which are considered paramount in choosing a winner.

Use of Scholarship

The scholarships are to be used for tuition, books, and miscellaneous expenses of the recipients to
further their academic or career education. The recipient must deposit or cash the scholarship
check within six months after it is awarded.

application and supporting documents must be received via email or ground mail no later than 5 PM
on Wednesday, April 1, 2026.

1. This scholarship is open to:
a. Students who wish to attend a trade, technical, or specialized school
b. Students who wish to pursue a certificate or Associate Degree
C. Students who wish to pursue a Baccalaureate Degree

2. The student must have demonstrated in their personal essay a commitment to the community
and community service.

Selection

The final decision of awards will be made by the Kiwanis Club of Thousand Oaks Scholarship
Committee. Selection will be made primarily on the basis of students proven community
involvement and academic record.

Presentation of Award

Recipients will be notified by email. They will be honored and presented their check at a
Kiwanis Club meeting in May 2026. Recipients will also be recognized at the school award night.
