Dessert: piece montée (croquembouche), or local walnut tart with creme fraiche, and
a selection of macaroons.

Wine pairing: Bergerac and Bordeaux whites & reds, Sauternes/Monbazillac with
dessert.

21:30 - Dancing & Party

First dance under fairy lights in the pavilion tent or in the Grand Salon.
