e | will remember that my child swims for his/her benefit, not mine.

¢ | will make certain that my child arrives on time for practices, meets and other
team activities.

e | will remember that my child will learn based on the example that | set for them.

e | will ask my child to treat other swimmers, coaches, meet officials, other parents,
and volunteers with respect.

¢ | will always be positive and support the decisions of the coaches and in doing
S0, support the team.

¢ | will not coach my child in or out of the pool; that is the coach’s role.

¢ | will not get into arguments with parents, swimmers, volunteers or coaches from
my swim team or from any other swim team.
