The Brockweir Inn, nestled in the heart of our unique and historic village in 
the Wye Valley, has long been more than a pub. It is a meeting point, a resting 
spot for walkers and cyclists, a home for local stories, and a hub for residents, 
visitors, and community groups alike. 

During 2024 we launched a series of Share Offers to help us buy the pub and 
restore it back to the local community. Some 440 local people responded 
and bought Shares in the pub and became Members of the Brockweir 
Inn Community Benefit Society (BICBS). In December 2024, the BICBS 
successfully bought the Brockweir Inn on behalf of its Members.

To keep serving the people of Brockweir, Hewelsfield, and the surrounding 
Wye Valley, we are now embarking on refurbishment. Our goal is to preserve 
the Inn’s warmth and heritage while refreshing the space for modern use and 
making the space available to the local community and visitors.

We are now looking to raise enough funds to cover the cost of refurbishment.
