Test
your lights before you leave.

Inflatables are not allowed due to potential damage from wind and weather.
Solar lights are not recommended.

Please check your site after a major weather event as damage may have
occurred.

Please use non-penetrating anchors (zip ties, bungees cords, etc.) if utilizing the
trees on your selected site. No permanent damage should be done to any trees,
fire pit rings, picnic tables or blacktop pads on your site.

The Friends of Mounds State Park and Mounds State Park are not responsible
for anything that might be stolen or damaged to any equipment

Friends of Mounds State Park will provide a timer device to turn the lights on and
off for the event.

You may begin removing your decorations any time after December 28, 2026. All
items left at the campsite after January 10, 2027, will be considered a donation to
the Friends of Mounds State Park.
