· Police Chief Coonce: Next week Captain Lorenson will be in a class.  Last week there was a suspect that was pulled over for a DWI that had an ICE detainer.  He was taken to Clay County.  Officer Curiale responded to a call where he gave multiple doses of Narcan saving his life.  The police department also has one officer out on sick leave and they are doing their best to cover that with part-timers help.

· Public Works: Spend most of the day cleaning up after all the rain and flooding.  Working with the road district.  At about 6:30 this morning water was coming over the bridge on Poe. Chairman stated there would be a flood clean up on Saturday.  Resident mentioned where two trees were down and mention it was on Claycomo property.  Public Work would look at it the next day.
