• Other golf operations and food and beverage duties as assigned and deemed necessary by

Experience in golf operations or guest services is desired but not required. Familiarity with golf rules, etiquette, 
and pace of play standard alongside a passion for the game of golf and understanding of golfer expectations 
generally required. Must be willing to work in a fast-paced environment and have the desire to work 
independently while performing various duties.
