3.  We meet to strengthen our daily walk; within our families, local congregation, occupations, and community. (2 Peter 3:18)

4.  We meet to focus on the Lord Jesus Christ, believing in the centrality of the cross, His death, burial, resurrection, and return. (Romans 6:4-5)
