o shine forth like unto the morning star from the horizon of the world and in this 347 
Garden of God 348 

o become a blessed tree, producing everlasting fruits and results. 349

Therefore I direct you to that which is conducive to your heavenly confirmation 351 
and illumination in the Kingdom of God!

For these souls may be 399 
likened unto the ancient inhabitants of the Arabian Peninsula, who, prior to the Mission of 400 
Muḥammad, were like unto savages. When the light of Muḥammad shone forth in their midst, 401 
however, they became so radiant as to illumine the world. Likewise, these Indians, should 402 
they be educated and guided, there can be no doubt that they will become so illumined as 403 
to enlighten the whole world. 404

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All the above countries have importance, but especially the Republic of Panama, wherein 406 
the Atlantic and Pacific Oceans come together through the Panama Canal. It is a center for 407 
travel and passage from America to other continents of the world, and in the future it will 408 
gain most great importance.

PRAISE be to His Highness the Desired One that ye have  481 

 become confirmed in the promotion of divine teachings in that vast Continent,  482 
 raised the call of the Kingdom of God in that region and  483 
 announced the glad tidings of the manifestation of the Lord of Hosts and His 484 

Highness the Promised One. 485 
 486 
Thanks be unto the Lord that ye have become assisted and confirmed in this aim. 487 
This is purely through the confirmations of the Lord of Hosts and the breaths of 488 
the Holy Spirit. The full measure of your success is as yet unrevealed, its 489 
significance still unapprehended. Erelong ye will, with your own eyes, witness 490 
how brilliantly every one of you, even as a shining star, will radiate in the 491 
firmament of your country the light of divine Guidance, and will bestow upon its 492 
people the glory of an everlasting life. 493

In brief, this world-consuming war has set such a conflagration to the hearts 594 
that no word can describe it. In all the countries of the world the longing for 595 
universal peace is taking possession of the consciousness of men. There is not a 596 
soul who does not yearn for concord and peace. A most wonderful state of 597 
receptivity is being realized.

In such glorious surroundings, he expends his numbered days. All the harvests of 667 
the plain are his possessions, having earned all this wealth without the least labor.  668

Hence, no matter how much man may advance in this world, he shall not attain to 670 
the station of this bird!

Thus it becomes evident that in the matters of this world, however much man may strive 673 
and work to the point of death, he will be unable to earn  674

This proves and establishes the fact that man  679 

 is not created for the life of this ephemeral world— 680

Bahá’u’lláh, and addressed to the Bahá’ís of the United States and Canada. 723

He is God! O ye Apostles of Bahá’u’lláh!May my life be sacrificed for you! 725 
 726 
THE Blessed Person of the Promised One is interpreted in the Holy Book as the Lord of 727 
Hosts—the heavenly armies.  728 
 729 
By heavenly armies those  730 

 souls are intended who are  731 
o entirely freed from the human world,  732 
o transformed into celestial spirits and  733 
o have become divine angels.  734 

 Such souls are  735 

o the rays of the Sun of Reality who will illumine all the continents.  736 

o Each one is holding in his hand a trumpet, blowing the breath of life over all 737 
the regions.  738 

 They  739 

o are delivered from human qualities and the defects of the world of nature,  740 

o are characterized with the characteristics of God, and  741 

o are attracted with the fragrances of the Merciful.  742 

 Like unto the apostles of Christ, who were filled with Him, these souls also  743 

o have become filled with His Holiness Bahá’u’lláh; that is,  744 

o the love of Bahá’u’lláh has so mastered every organ, part and limb of their 745 
bodies, as to leave no effect from the promptings of the human world. 746 

 These souls are  747 
o the armies of God and  748 
o the conquerors of the East and the West.  749 

Should one of them turn his face toward some direction and summon the people to 750 
the Kingdom of God,  751 
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 all the ideal forces and lordly confirmations will rush to his support and reinforcement.  752 

 He will behold all the doors open and all the strong fortifications and impregnable 753 
castles razed to the ground.  754 

 Singly and alone he will  755 

o attack the armies of the world,  756 
o defeat the right and left wings of the hosts of all the countries,  757

This is the meaning of the Hosts of God. 761

position, be established on the throne of everlasting glory, and crown 765 

your heads with the shining diadem of the Kingdom, whose brilliant 766 

jewels may irradiate upon centuries and cycles.

O ye kind friends!  768 

1. Uplift your magnanimity and soar high toward the apex of heaven so that your 769 
blessed hearts may become illumined more and more, day by day, through the rays 770 
of the Sun of Reality, that is, His Holiness Bahá’u’lláh;  771 

2. at every moment the spirits may obtain a new life, and  772 

3. the darkness of the world of nature may be entirely dispelled;  773 
4. thus you may  774 

a. become incarnate light and personified spirit,  775 
b. become entirely unaware of the sordid matters of this world and  776 
c. in touch with the affairs of the divine world. 777 

 778 
Behold the portals which Bahá’u’lláh hath opened before you! Consider  779 

 how exalted and lofty is the station you are destined to attain;  780 
 how unique the favors with which you have been endowed.  781 

 782 
Should we become intoxicated with this cup,  783 

 the sovereignty of this globe of earth will become lower in our estimation than 784 
children’s play.  785 

Should they place in the arena the crown of the government of the whole world, and 786 
invite each one of us to accept it,  787 

 undoubtedly we shall not condescend, and shall refuse to accept it. 788

To attain to this supreme station is, however, dependent on the realization of 789 
certain conditions: 790 
 791 

1. The first condition is firmness in the Covenant of God. For the power of the 792 
Covenant will protect the Cause of Bahá’u’lláh from the doubts of the people of 793 
error. It is the fortified fortress of the Cause of God and the firm pillar of the religion 794 
of God.  795 
 796 
Today no power can conserve the oneness of the Bahá’í world save the Covenant 797 
of God; otherwise differences like unto a most great tempest will encompass the 798 
Bahá’í world.  799 

 800 
It is evident that the axis of the oneness of the world of humanity is the power 801 
of the Covenant and nothing else.  802 

o Had the Covenant not come to pass,  803 

o had it not been revealed from the Supreme Pen and  804 

o had not the Book of the Covenant, like unto the ray of the Sun of Reality, 805 
illuminated the world,  806 

 the forces of the Cause of God would have been utterly scattered and  807 

 certain souls who were the prisoners of their own passions and lusts 808 
would have taken into their hands an axe, cutting the root of this Blessed 809 
Tree.  810 

 Every person would have pushed forward his own desire and  811 

 every individual aired his own opinion! Notwithstanding this great 812 
Covenant,  813 

 a few negligent souls galloped with their chargers into the battlefield, 814 
thinking perchance they might be able to weaken the foundation of the 815 
Cause of God: but praise be to God all of them were afflicted with regret 816 
and loss, and erelong they shall see themselves in poignant despair.  817 

 818 
Therefore, in the beginning the believers must make their steps firm in the 819 
Covenant so that  820 

 the confirmations of Bahá’u’lláh may encircle them from all sides,  821 

 the cohorts of the Supreme Concourse may become their supporters and 822 
helpers, and  823 

 the exhortations and advices of ‘Abdu’l-Bahá, like unto the pictures 824 
engraved on stone, may remain permanent and ineffaceable in the tablets 825 
of all hearts. 826 
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2. The second condition: Fellowship and love amongst the believers.  827 

 The divine friends must be  828 

 attracted to and  829 

 enamored of each other and  830 

 ever be ready and willing to sacrifice their own lives for each 831 
other.  832 

 Should one soul from amongst the believers meet another, it must be as 833 
though a thirsty one with parched lips has reached to the fountain of the 834 
water of life, or a lover has met his true beloved.  835 

 For one of the greatest divine wisdoms regarding the appearance of the 836 
holy Manifestations is this:  837 

 The souls may come to know each other and  838 

 become intimate with each other; 839 

  the power of the love of God may make all of them 840 

 the waves of one sea,  841 

 the flowers of one rose garden, and  842 

 the stars of one heaven.  843 

 This is the wisdom for the appearance of the holy Manifestations! When 844 
the most great bestowal reveals itself in the hearts of the believers,  845 

 the world of nature will be transformed,  846 

 the darkness of the contingent being will vanish, and  847 

 heavenly illumination will be obtained.  848 

 Then the whole world will become the Paradise of Abhá, every one of the 849 
believers of God will become a blessed tree, producing wonderful fruits. 850 

 851 
O ye friends! Fellowship, fellowship! Love, love! Unity, unity!—so that the power of 852 
the Bahá’í Cause may appear and become manifest in the world of existence.  853 

 My thoughts are turned towards you, and  854 

 my heart leaps within me at your mention.  855 

 856 
Could ye know how my soul glows with your love, so great a happiness would 857 
flood your hearts as to cause you to become enamored with each other. 858 

 859 
 860 
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3. The third condition: Teachers must continually travel to all parts of the 861 
continent, nay, rather, to all parts of the world, but they must travel like 862 
‘Abdu’l-Bahá, who journeyed throughout the cities of America. He was sanctified 863 
and free from every attachment and in the utmost severance. Just as His Holiness 864 
Christ says: Shake off the very dust from your feet.1 865 

 866 
You have observed that while in America many souls in the utmost of 867 
supplication and entreaty desired to offer some gifts, but this servant, in accord 868 
with the exhortations and behests of the Blessed Perfection, never accepted a thing, 869 
although on certain occasions we were in most straitened circumstances. But on the 870 
other hand, if a soul for the sake of God, voluntarily and out of his pure desire, 871 
wishes to offer a contribution (toward the expenses of a teacher) in order to 872 
make the contributor happy, the teacher may accept a small sum, but must live 873 
with the utmost contentment. 874 
 875 
The aim is this:  876 

 The intention of the teacher must be pure,  877 

 his heart independent,  878 

 his spirit attracted,  879 

 his thought at peace,  880 

 his resolution firm,  881 

 his magnanimity exalted and  882 

 in the love of God a shining torch.  883 

 884 
Should he become as such, his sanctified breath will even affect the rock; 885 
otherwise there will be no result whatsoever.  886 
 887 

1. As long as a soul is not perfected, how can he efface the defects of 888 
others?  889 

2. Unless he is detached from aught else save God, how can he teach 890 
severance to others? 891 

 892 

In short, O ye believers of God! Endeavor ye, so that you may take hold of 893 

every means in the promulgation of the religion of God and the diffusion 894 

of the fragrances of God. 895 
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Amongst other things is the holding of the meetings for teaching so that 896 
blessed souls and the old ones from amongst the believers may  897 

 gather together the youths of the love of God in schools of instruction and  898 

 teach them all the divine proofs and irrefragable arguments, 899 

 explain and elucidate the history of the Cause, and  900 

 interpret also the prophecies and proofs which are recorded and are extant 901 
in the divine books and epistles regarding the manifestation of the Promised 902 
One, so that the young ones may go in perfect knowledge in all these degrees. 903 

Likewise, whenever it is possible a committee must be organized for the 904 
translation of the Tablets. Wise souls  905 

 who have mastered and studied perfectly the Persian, Arabic, and other 906 
foreign languages, or 907 

 know one of the foreign languages, must commence  908 
o translating Tablets and books containing the proofs of this Revelation, 909 

and  910 
o publishing those books,  911 
o circulate them throughout the five continents of the globe. 912 

 913 
Similarly, the magazine, the Star of the West, must be edited with the utmost 914 
regularity, but its contents must be the promulgation of the Cause of God that both 915 
East and West may become informed of the most important events. 916 
 917 
In short, in all the meetings, whether public or private,  918 

 nothing should be discussed save that which is under consideration, and  919 

 all the articles be centered around the Cause of God.  920 

 Promiscuous talk must not be dragged in and  921 

 contention is absolutely forbidden. 922

The teachers traveling in different directions must know the language of the 924 
country in which they will enter. For example, a person being proficient in the 925 
Japanese language may travel to Japan, or a person knowing the Chinese 926 
language may hasten to China, and so forth. 927

In short, after this universal war, the people have obtained extraordinary capacity 929 
to hearken to the divine teachings, for the wisdom of this war is this: That it may 930 
become proven to all that the fire of war is world-consuming, whereas the rays of 931 
peace are world-enlightening.  932 

 One is death, the other is life; this is extinction, that is immortality;  933 
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 one is the most great calamity, the other is the most great bounty; this is 934 
darkness, that is light; this is eternal humiliation and that is everlasting glory; 935 
one is the destroyer of the foundation of man, the other is the founder of the 936 
prosperity of the human race.

Through faith and certitude, and the precedence achieved by one over another, however, 1073 
the dweller conferreth honor upon the dwelling, some of the countries achieve 1074 
distinction, and attain a preeminent position.

For instance, notwithstanding that some of the countries of Europe and of America are 1077 
distinguished by, and surpass other countries in,  1078
