
Sclerotherapy also known as injections involves injecting a sclerosing agent (we use Polidocanol diluted with saline) directly into the problem vein. The medication then irritates the lining of the vein and along with use of the compression stocking collapses the vein and keeps blood from flowing through it. Over time, the varicosity injected will be absorbed by your body. When you arrive to the office for this procedure you should be wearing loose, comfortable clothing however you will be asked to change into disposable shorts we have provided.

After the procedure has been explained to you along with possible risks or complications and post procedure instructions Dr. Singireddy will start the procedure using alcohol to clean the skin prior to inserting butterfly needles into the veins. Per FDA guidelines we are only allowed to inject up to 10cc of medication per day, if your treatment plan entails  use of more than 10cc of the solution you will be scheduled for multiple sessions.
Once finished with the procedure, the assistant will place your fitted compression stocking on your leg before you even sit up from the table. 

Important points:

· Sclerotherapy can be done on spider veins and varicose veins
· You will be awake during this procedure

· Done in the office

· Procedure takes about 1/2 hour 

· You must complete a 10 minute walk before leaving the office
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
