Fee Schedule

When you register on Brightwheel, you can select the weeks you want to register
for Summer and select the daycare options you will need and if you would like to
be charged weekly, biweekly or monthly for tuition. Potty-training has an
additional cost. There are weekly hold fees ($50 per student) to hold a student’s
spot in class if they are absent for 5 consecutive days. During the summer each
family has an unlimited amount of non-attended weeks they can claim.
Rate fees are the same throughout the year.
