The Pines classroom discipline program is based on the principles taught by Lee Cantor in his
book Assertive Discipline. Assertive discipline is a structured, systematic, program designed

to assist teachers in running an organized, teacher-in-charge classroom environment. 

With this program, the teacher is responsible for establishing and maintaining effective
classroom rules. The rules will be clearly posted and discussed with students and parents

during Back to School Night.

Students who choose not to follow the classroom rules will receive one or more verbal
reminders. If the negative behavior continues, students may write standards, miss out on

recess time or other fun activities, receive a phone call home, or have an office visit. 

Office visits will be recorded on a permanent discipline record.
