Travel: We are a 13 minute walk from Farncombe train station. 

Location: The entrance to the garden is located directly opposite Broadwater 
Secondary School and adjacent to Broadwater Lodge Care Home. 

Parking: We have a free car park, available during open sessions; 
- Wednesdays 1pm to 3pm. 
- Fridays 10am to 12 noon. 
- Saturdays 10am to 12 noon. 

If the car park is full, there is free on-street parking along Summers Road.
