PEATLAND RESTORATION

AT BLAWHORN MOSS

Blawhorn Moss NNR is the midst of a substantial project of peatland restoration
which started in September and finishes in December. The project is being run by
Peatland Action through the Peatland Action programme.

It is recognised that restoring peatlands is one of the most effective ways of
locking in carbon and therefore helping with the climate crisis. The work on
Blawhorn will repair degraded parts of the bog and re-vegetate peat hags, dam
drainage ditches and use specific techniques to increase the water level on the
moss to promote the growth of sphagnum moss which will eventually form peat.

The work is being funded by the Scottish Government with the work being carried
out by OpenSpace who are a specialist Ecological Consultancy and Conservation
Contractor.

Unfortunately during the work on one part of the moss it will be necessary to
close one of the paths for safety reasons. The path concerned is the one marked
red on the map displayed in the car park and notices will be displayed when this
closure is in force.
