The new guide-
lines outlined by the National Ski Areas Association later in this issue will show that the pandemic 
continues to make our experience different from a few years ago.  

This past summer had many of us following the fires that raged across the western forests. We were 
horrified following the Caldor Fire as it took aim on S. Lake Tahoe. Fire Crews held it at bay saving 
South Shore, but it raged through one of our long standing SkiBike supporting resorts,  Sierra  at 
Tahoe. One of our Board members , Leif Larson, was on the fire crews in the area and reports that 
efforts of their teams and the resort mountain team helped save most of their infrastructure.  These 
images below show the inferno that roared through the area. Snow guns aimed at their buildings were 
one of the many weapons they used to fight the fire.  

We are happy to report that John Rice, Sierra’s GM, and his entire team are working tirelessly to get 
the resort back open this season. Fortunately they saved the lodge buildings and the primary infra-
structure of the resort, but there was some damage to lifts.  They are facing delays due to the supply 
chain crisis with lift cables and parts to get some of the lifts back running. We hope to still have our 
annual Sierra @ Tahoe SkiBike Rally there in March and will keep you all posted on that event.

• Some enclosed carriers like gondolas and trams may have capacity restric�ons 

• Masks will most likely be op�onal outside 

• You can expect standard organiza�on of li	 lines, with no "ghost" lanes 

• Please wear a mask if you are high-risk or if you feel uncomfortable 

 

INDOOR OPERATIONS 

 

THIS SEASON, INDOOR OPERATIONS WILL VARY DEPENDING ON THE SKI AREA. 

• Ski areas will follow all state and local public health regula�ons; in some cases, ski areas may have stricter protocols in place 

• Protocols are subject to change throughout the season 

• Please follow all signage and requirements 

 

MASKS 

• Ski areas may ask guests to wear masks indoors 

• Masks may be required for children who are too young to be vaccinated 

• If you wear a mask, make sure it is two layers of fabric and fits over your nose and mouth
