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“Let us not give up meeting together. . . but let us encourage one another---
and all the more as you see the day approaching.” — Hebrews 10:25

I’m sitting at my desk writing this article for the Encourager on a Wednesday and the weather-
man says that we should expect a major snow event this weekend. Reports vary on how much
snow we might get. If you regularly use the weather app on your smart phone, you know that
it’s possible to look ahead a few days and get a more detailed forecast. This morning at 8:00
am [ used my app and looked at the snow accumulation predictions for ~ Saturday, and there I
read 27-32”! Surely that can’t be right! When have we ever had that much snow? Never! |
looked again at 1:00 pm and it said 14-17". Better, but still nowhere accurate.

My point is this: you cannot always trust everything you read and hear, even when it comes
from professionals. If I can’t trust my app, and I can’t trust the major news outlets, and I can’t
trust the internet, then whom can I trust? Well, we know the answer to that question, don’t we?
Proverbs 3:5 says,

“Trust in the Lord with all your heart, and do not rely on your own understanding.”

Why is God worthy of so much trust? His character is above reproach, his love is uncondition-
al, his power and knowledge are unmatched, his promises are sure, his presence is inescapable,
and his guidance is always in our best interest. And if that isn’t enough, then God’s track
record defies human logic. God always speaks truth. Always loves. Always provides. Is there
anyone else in your life who deserves your trust any more than God?

That being said, if you’re confused, if you’re at a crossroads, if you’re searching, if you’re
questioning, I encourage you to lean into God and trust him. Dig into the Bible, re-read the
many times God has shown himself to be trustworthy, re-read his promises to you, and
re-acquaint yourself with the one true God who is love.

A quick word about an upcoming sermon series: As soon as we complete the series on
Building Hope, I will begin a series that I’'m calling Better Choices. We’ll acknowledge that
we don’t always make the best decisions, and we’ll cover such common topics as Choose
Surrender Over Control, Choose Purpose Over Popularity, and Choose a Life of Discipline
Over a Life of Regret. This series will take us up to Palm Sunday, so we have an exciting
spring ahead of us!

Until then, stay warm, stay dry, stay faithful, and stay on mission! Look for opportunities to
share your faith story and invite someone to church.
