When your child has learnt the ‘t’ sound see if they can remember ‘s’ 

and ‘a’ from previous weeks.  

In the story this week the frog sat on a log. Have a go at placing 

your child’s favourite toy on a chair. See if they can tell you the 

position of the toy. Then change position, perhaps under or beside 

the chair and see if they can tell you the position.  Let your child sit 

on, under or beside the chair and see if they can describe their 



position to you. Maybe you could take pictures of them and send it to 

us with their descriptions?
