Starting School

If your child was born between 1 September 2019 and

31 August 2020, you are required to apply for an infant/
primary school place by 15 January 2023. You will receive a
letter from Luton Borough Council regarding your application

30 Hours in January

If your child is 3 and you think you may qualify for 30 hours
childcare and education and would like your child to access
additional hours in January, you will need to apply by the end

of December at the latest.
