“Our longstanding Oktoberfest participating restaurants will have picnic tables on the street 
allowing them to offer table service, and all restaurants will have special seasonal beers on tap. We’ll have oompah music 
and our cultural partner, the German International School of New York, will be attending this rescheduled event with 
plenty of German cultural activities for youth.”
