Her	mother,	Rose,	to	whom	she	was	extremely	close	to,	passed	away	in	2019.	Julie	and	her	younger	brother,	Carlos,	are	then	raised	by	their	dad,	Ray
Molina,	with	help	from	her	aunt	Victoria,	her	late	mother's	sister.	Rose's	death	has	had	a	profound	impact	on	Julie,	to	the	point	where	she	lost	her	passion	for	music	and	exhibited	signs	of	struggling	to	fit	in	at	her	high	school.	However,	her	spark	for	music	is	reignited	when	she	meets	three	of	the	members	of	a	1995	band	called	Sunset	Curve,	who	are
now	ghosts. A	ticket	to	Rose's	show	can	be	seen	on	the	lid	of	Julie's	mom's	chest	of	clothes.	Julie's	mom	also	has	the	Sunset	Curve	shirt	that	Rose	received	from	Reggie.	Carrie	and	Julie	used	to	be	best	friends,	but	the	cause	of	their	falling	out	is	unknown	as	of	season	1.	Julie	is	one	of	the	few	characters	that	have	appeared	in	every	episode	so	far,	along	with	Luke,
Alex,	Reggie,	Flynn	and	Nick.	Madison	Reyes,	the	actress	who	portrays	Julie,	was	born	on	June	25,	2004.	The	Netflix	show	was	filmed	from	September	to	December	2019,	making	Madison	15	years	old	at	the	time.
