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Dear POST, 

I am submitting a new complaint as I have now been falsely convicted on a crime that I didn’t commit, after years of fighting. This is in regards to post complaint #2501489 but I am now filing a new complaint in regards to this as well as providing additional information. Officer Kayla Irwin badge# 11298 has since shown up to court and lied under oath on the false arrest and the falsified police report within which I was falsely convicted just as I said I would be. 

I would like to thank Paul Hunt for taking the time to take my phone call in December. I had just been falsely convicted after years of fighting and taking the time to take my call helped my mental health immensely so thank you from the bottom of my heart.


There were 4 separate incidents with the Fresno County Sheriff that have forever impacted my life, September 27th, 2020, October 8th, 2020, October 11th, 2020, and November 29th, 2020 which I have submitted to POST. 

Complaint #2501488 involves the September 27th, 2020 incident within which Jhawer, Badge#A1099 concealed my injury photos. Complaint #2501489 references the false arrest, and falsified statements from November 29th, 2020.

In my complaints to Internal Affairs and POST in regards to November 29th, 2020 I have maintained that the “female officer” is the one who falsified the confession, and the police report as she is the one who falsely arrested me and that was who I had dealt with. It was not actually the “female officer” that falsified the confession but a male officer on scene I am now aware. Having said that the Fresno County Sheriff would have been aware by looking at the supplemental report that it was actually Jacob Woesner, Badge #11353 who I was alleging wrote the false statements and report.

I called Internal Affairs and the Sergeant who signed off on the falsified confession is who is investigating this, he then proceeded to tell me they have cleared themselves of wrong doing, which is why I have reached out to POST. 

The Fresno County Sheriff was involved in two federal lawsuits for 1983 violations, with Jacob Woesner, Badge #11353, that were DIRECTLY sandwiched in between my incidents, which again while I named the “female officer” initially in my complaint this should have been investigated and would have made them aware that the allegations were actually against Jacob Woesner, Badge #11353 who they were aware they were involved in active litigation with. 

Evan Leona badge #A432 was also listed in one of the lawsuits as well. Leona was involved in the abuse against me on October 11th, 2020 and the false arrest on November 29th, 2020.

Mr. Pope seeing Maggie calling law enforcement then went inside his residence and alleged he was the victim and that Eric was the one with a weapon, which was a false statement to avoid accountability. 

There were two dispatch calls. Maggie’s and Mr. Popes. 

On Mr. Pope’s call he states “he arrived home, he (Eric) charged at him (Mr. Pope) in an aggressive manner, while reaching into his right pant pocket stating he has “something for you””. September 27th, 2020

Jeri Royce-Jesse

On September 27th, 2020 I was assaulted in front of my children in their bedroom. My children became hysterical. I fled the residence in a panic, not taking my phone. While en route to my mothers residence my husband aware I was going to call law enforcement on him placed a call into dispatch. My husband provided false statements to avoid accountability just like Mr. Pope did.

There were two dispatch calls. My husbands and mine when I arrived at my mothers.

On my husband’s call he states I was “hitting him, pushing him, and throwing stuff at him” He also states after assaulting me in front of our children in their bedroom, knowing I am panicked,  that he is “unsure if I will be combative with law enforcement”. CAD Report September 27th, 2020

In both instances Eric and myself were both victims of crimes.
In both instances the perpetrator in an attempt to avoid accountability, made calls into dispatch making false statements.

In Eric’s instance law enforcement was led to believe Eric was armed with a weapon and potentially dangerous.

In my instance law enforcement was led to believe that a victim of an assault was volatile, and may become combative with law enforcement putting them on guard.

Both perpetrators-

Mr. Pope-

Mr. Pope has now watched Eric Martinez Felix get elbowed in his face by multiple officers, and be tased in his back.

Mr. Pope now is aware:

1) He has brandished a knife at his neighbor scaring his neighbors wife and gotten away with it

2) They believed his call not Maggie’s

3) If he wishes to continue manipulating law enforcement that he is being harassed by Eric he will be the one believed, as Eric is now labeled the aggressor and they are believing Mr. Pope

Jonathan Myers-

Jonathan Myers has now convinced law enforcement after assaulting his wife in front of their children in their bedroom, that he is the victim

Jonathan Myers is aware:

1) He has attacked his wife in front of their children in their bedroom scaring their children, and his wife, which resulted in her fleeing

2) They believed his call not mine

3) He has been able to control the investigation

4) If he wishes to continue manipulating law enforcement that he is the victim, he will be believed as I am labeled the perpetrator 

5) He can control the situation with law enforcement

Jonathan Myers continues to manipulate law enforcement

Woesner is present at scene with my husband who is providing false statements, and has coerced witnesses into his version of events. Woesner is led to believe at scene I have committed domestic violence against my husband and have now been arrested and charged for it. 
My situation-

I make numerous attempts to get my injury documented and get to the truth that I was the one assaulted as a complete investigation was not done as dispatch calls are what determines what happened not an actual investigation, based off bias of the dispatch calls before arrival, and witnesses not being separated at scene.

I make two calls into dispatch.
“Hi, um I had tried to get together with a deputy earlier to get some photos of some injuries I have from a case from Sunday but I wasn't able to meet with him because my husband is here” . Excerpt from transcript into dispatch
‘OK, so you're saying you have not spoke with the deputy today, correct?

00:00:36 Speaker 2

No, I need to have pictures taken.’ Excerpt from transcript into dispatch
I drive down to headquarters to try and get my injury documented.

I speak with Deputy Serrano on the phone.

I email the photos to Jhawer, Badge#A0199. The photos are never included and the report stays the same. The photos are concealed.

I speak on what happened to dispatch on October 8th, 2020.

“He came barging into their bedroom opened the door hella loud

stood over me and my children screamed and yelled, like he's scared me. My children, my, my kids started screaming, you know, they it's scary. My husband's 6 foot two, 200 plus pounds.”  Excerpt from transcript into dispatch
Ongoing bias, misconduct, and manipulation of law enforcement-
October 8th, 2020-

My husband begins threatening suicide, after we are both aware he has convinced law enforcement to arrest me as the perpetrator after assaulting me in front of our children.

A domestic violence incident with a threat to life is changed to a general incident to bypass the mandatory gun confiscation under penal code 18250. I am left in worse danger then I was before I placed the call because now my abuser is enraged, heavily intoxicated, and volatile.

Stolen Voice-

In all of the ways I have been violated as there have been many, Jacob Woesner, Badge#11353, stealing my voice away from me has been the most traumatizing and detrimental experience in that it has not only effectively silenced me which has kept me unable to get to the truth, and to get justice, but it has also obliterated my integrity something I am and always have been very proud of. 

My mom was on scene saying all the things I wasn’t able to say because I was locked in the back of a cop car. I was terrified of my husband something was way wrong. I had been recording the abuse but he had smashed it with a hammer. My mom told Kayla Irwin I was trapped in the residence I couldn’t leave it wasn’t that simple for a domestic violence victim. I had no access to money. I would even find out later on my mom had even disclosed the sexual abuse to who was later discovered to be Jacob Woesner himself, who proceeded to laugh in her face and walk away. But they weren’t listening to my mom, and Kayla Irwin wouldn’t listen to me on the way to the car when I argued with her. Kayla Irwin, Jacob Woesner, and Evan Leona were all utterly convinced I had engaged in domestic violence so much so that all of them hearing me scream my innocence literally they still had Jacob Woesner falsify a confession to get the probable cause. So if me screaming I didn’t commit a crime was not enough which it wasn’t then there truly was never any hope for me in that instance. 

Jacob Woesner, Badge#11353-“

I knew I committed domestic violence and was probably going to go to jail again”. Woesner Supplemental, November 29th, 2020
Jacob Woesner, Badge#11353, is exposing his own bias in the statements he falsified against me. To him this sounds like a believable statement to say I said. It’s an admission of guilt. It’s probable cause. I’m in his words admitting to domestic violence, and I’m going to go to jail again just like the last time I committed domestic violence, on the scene that he was a part of.

Jacob Woesner, Badge#11353, when falsifying this statement doesn’t realize I made two dispatch calls trying to get my injury documented from that day. That I drove down to headquarters. That I emailed Jhawer. That I spoke about it on my dispatch call on October 8th, 2020. That I met with Detective Cross on September 20th, 2023 still fighting for the truth and for justice. That I am STILL fighting for that justice.

On scene I argued on the way to the cop car during the false arrest that I had not committed a crime. When my mom arrived I begin screaming Jonathan needed to be in the back of the cop car.

What I would have said instead of what Jacob Woesner falsified against me:

Stolen Voice-

Jonathan needs to be in the back of this cop car.  He is falsifying all of this. I am terrified of my husband. I have been living in terror since he smashed the recorder. I was recording the abuse hoping maybe you guys would understand I am the victim but he smashed it with a hammer because he wants you guys to think I am abusing him I am literally cowering in his presence. I am trapped here. I tried going to my local domestic violence shelter but I am unable to get help because of the conduct that you guys have engaged in. I was assaulted in front of my children on September 27th, and I can’t get you guys to include my injury photo I sustained in front of my children in their bedroom I am being charged when I am the victim. He is using this against me to further trap me here. Sheriff Internal Investigation, pgs. 52, 55, &56
But instead here I am.

This has affected my whole life. It’s something you never heal from. This is why people spend decades in prison for a murder or rape they didn’t commit because law enforcement was so convinced of their guilt that they falsified statements only to find out that they were very, very wrong, and you have now impacted someone’s life in a way that they can never be healed from. It should have never happened in the first place.

I never asked for any of this.

A. Absolutely. So, working there I learned through my investigations that the Blackstone corridor that runs north and south was a major thoroughfare for narcotics and firearms.

Jacob Woesner, Badge#11353, states that he asked Joey Cardiel if there was anything illegal in the vehicle, within which Joey stated yes there “might be a little dope” and then Joey agrees to a search of the vehicle, without telling the officer where the dope is, stands on the side without being pat down or handcuffed, with Woesner acknowledging he is in a vulnerable position with Cardiel and that he believes he may find a firearm or firearms in the vehicle, Woesner states that while this makes him vulnerable, he wants Joey there in case he revokes his right to the search of the vehicle, but Joey has admitted to drugs in the vehicle per Woesner’s account which would rise to probable cause to pat search, and detain Joey, and would not allow Joey to revoke a search at that point as he had admitted to drugs being in the vehicle, Woesner then states once finding the firearm he runs Joey to see if he is a felon.

These are not isolated incidents. 

So this has now become more than my unrelenting pursuit for justice for myself. 

There are others, and so again this is now bigger than me, and bigger than Joey Cardiel.

This means there are more victims. More instances of falsifying statements to obtain probable cause, to cover up false arrests, and illegal searches. EVERY SINGLE CASE that Jacob Woesner, Badge#11353,  has been a part of needs to be reopened with a focus on “confessions”.

This officer has no regard for how he has affected people’s lives.
Not only does Jacob Woesner, Badge#11353, need to be decertified, as I stated above all of the cases he has been involved in need to be reopened, as well as he needs to face criminal charges.

Kayla Irwin, Badge#11298
Engages in Penal Code 182 with Jacob Woesner, Badge#11353, and Evan Leona, Badge#A432, to falsify a police report with intent for use in a criminal proceeding, which includes a false confession, on what was a false arrest
Not only does Kayla Irwin engage in Penal Code 182, she proceeds to falsely testify under oath in a trial, which results in my wrongful conviction on what was a false arrest, with a falsified confession

Kayla Irwin is unable to say she was unaware of the false confession as she was present and became angry when I was screaming my innocence, which resulted in her, stating she was tired of arguing with me, slamming the door, and then proceeded to turn red in her face, which would be in direct conflict with someone who had “confessed” prior to this. Kayla Irwin was in on and aware of how the probable cause was going to be bypassed.
