1. Submission for Publication: Submissions for publication on the BSCBAA social media platforms or 
newsletter are reserved for BSCBAA members in good standing. Help us get the word out! Please 
contact the organization by giving accurate information in writing indicating which avenue for 
possible publication at news@theboykinspanielclub.com or Direct Message the BSCBAA social 
media page. Do not contact individuals on their personal DM, cell or email for BSCBAA post. The 
BSCBAA reserves editorial control to focus on BSCBAA sponsored events, historical firsts, 
national specialties, supported entries, AKC news/interest, BSCBAA news/announcements, social 
media relevance, website publications and more. 

2. Copyrights & Fair Use: When requesting publication and submitting information, always give 
people proper credit for their work, and make sure you have the right to use something with 
attribution before submitting to publish. 

3. Stay Respectful: We encourage positive comments and discourage anything illegal, defamatory, 
harassing, libelous or otherwise might create a hostile environment for this organization or related 
to BSCBAA’s various activities or events or members. We encourage you to comment on any 
BSCBAA post and submit news for publication if it is in a manner that does not have negative 
sentiment towards the people involved, or this organization.  

4. Be Kind & Courteous: Treat everyone with kindness, assume positive intent, and avoid personal 
attacks, name-calling, shaming, or negative bickering.  

5. No Hate Speech or Bullying: We have zero tolerance for discriminatory language (race, 
religion, gender, etc.) or bullying.
