PRESIDENT’S LETTER CONTINUED  
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It is with a Heavy Heart that this is a memorial of Cooper’s life. It was a 

tragedy, sudden, and very unexpected. It was a day that will not soon be 

forgotten by us, the many Boykin friends of Cooper, his handlers, his care-

givers, the family and extended family of Cooper’s circle, his son & buddy 

Charlie, his hunting partner/owner, Mike McMahon, but none more than 

his loving owner Sue McMahon, this one was her heart dog, her loving 

unconditional companion, the one that can never be replaced. You see Sue 

wasn’t much of a dog person until that phenomenal day September, year 

2016. It was meant to be, Cooper chose her and it was love at first cuddle. 

Sue is definitely a dog lover now and forever, Cooper graciously won her 

over to the dog and Boykin Spaniel world.  

Sue wrote this with a shattered heart about the loss of their beloved 

Cooper, on April 17, 2023: “Mike and I are beyond devastated. He was an amazing dog full of love and loyalty, and 

clearly, my heart dog. We are still in shock at his quick and tragic death from hemorrhagic gastroenteritis and sepsis. 

He presumedly ingested a bone he could not digest which caused him to bleed internally and become septic. The 

veterinarians at Lexington Animal Hospital in Sugar Land tried valiantly to save him.”  

Cooper’s passing is incredibly painful and hurts the heart tremendously. Recovery will be long, hard, reflective and profound, but forgetfulness will not be 

part of it. Mike and Sue will be reflecting on many stories of their life with Cooper. There is comfort in knowing that while Cooper’s life may have been cut 

short, he had a great life with an incredible family and circle of friends that loved 

him dearly and most of all, Sue as his beloved owner. Be assured that Cooper 

chose very wisely! With that said, remembrance will not be about the whys or 

how’s of his death, but rather a celebration of his life.  

Super Cooper as he was fondly named was a delightful dog, with many accolades 

and accomplishments, plus everyone loved him! He was a champion in many ways 

and it shined through him in every way; whether, on many-a-walk it was common 

that a passer-by would comment on his handsome looks and kind demeanor; 

playing with the young grand-kids he was intently gentle, soft yet fun-loving; or in the 

native grass fields in Kansas upland hunting for pheasants & quail with all the gusto; in the south fields of Texas hunt-

ing quail and dove with methodical drive for the bird; the show ring winning multiple best of breeds and group place-

ments; or in New York where he was the 2021 Westminster Kennel Club Breed Winner with such grace and showman-

ship, he was truly a Grand Champion that did it all!  

Super Cooper came from an impressive pedigree, great hunting bloodlines; he had excellent health and genetics, fabu-

lous temperament, his insightfulness and intelligence bar none other (remember, he chose 

Sue) and yes, he was the STUD. Admirably, he leaves a little of himself through his proge-

ny; Charlie, Harper, Petey, Chloe, Willie and Cisco just to name a few. Contemplating in a 

positive light, there’s a little of Cooper all around us!  

The following quote sums up a heart dog.

The heart dogs will not go easily or quietly or ever away. 

They are the ones who capture our hearts and our lives. 

In small inconspicuous ways they let us know their spirit indeed 
survives. 

If you feel and listen close enough, you just may hear a faint 
whisper letting you know everything will be okay.  

A subtle breeze or brush of wind by your legs, a reminder that 
you do not walk alone.  

The feel of a cold nose or a lick: memories that are clear in your 
mind that the heart dog will always remain by your side cheering 
you up during trying times. 

In a dream, appears their intently endearing eyes to reassure that 
their soul is close and they are forever watchful. 

And when you come home at night, you miss their joyful greet-
ings intensely, and you realize that one place in your heart be-
longs to them and forever and always will!

BSCBAA TAIL DOCKING FORMULA & PROCEDURE 

Established in 2013 by BSCBAA 

Leave 1/3 of the tail plus 1/4 inch; please use a ruler. 

Dock tail between 3-5 days of age—3 days is preferred. 

There is consistently a natural indentation where the tail 
should be docked. If the measurement falls between joints, 
look and feel for the one where there is a natural indenta-
tion. REMEMBERING—Longer is preferred. 

Best practices is done by vet with breeder attending & overseeing.
