All riders must wear a DOT, SNELL, or other
approved helmet, protective eyewear, and over
the ankle foot wear.

2. GENERATORS allowed, but only QUIET 4
STROKE MODELS AFTER 10 P.M.

3. 10 MPH speed limit on camp grounds & farm
yards.

4. The ATV Club is NOT responsible for
accidents or thefts.

5. NO ALCOHOL is permitted during the ride and
do not leave any litter on the trails.

6. You MUST STAY ON TRAILS and NO
PASSING at any time.

7. Committee decisions are final.

8. Rules may be added/changed at the discretion
of the ATV Club.

9. All attachments (plows etc.) MUST be removed

10.Above all, please use common sense and
practice safety at all times.

11.Riders MUST BE 12 years of age w/parental
supervision and must have a safety certificate
as required by state law.
