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What Did You Do this Summer with your Airstream?
Eleven states and 5,070 miles—What A Ridﬁ.!;,.

It is difficult to find big enough words to wrap around
the 5,000 mile journey that Randy and I undertook in
July as we joined our TGCU family on a caravan to Vic-
tor, Montana to say good-bye to Gordon Babbitt, a long-
time TGCU member and caravan leader. Big, expansive
words are needed to describe the landscapes of
Wyoming, Montana, and South Dakota. Large states
with large views and not a single picture I took begins
to capture the grandeur.

My sister Pam’s favorite state is Wyoming. She likes how
open it is without the clutter of any road signs and tele-
phone poles. Her favorite statistic is the population of
the entire state of Wyoming is less than the population
of Denver, Colorado. We said good-bye to phone and
WIFI service once we crossed the border into Wyoming.
We travelled through beautiful yellow grain grasslands
and across the Platte Rivershed which from the air looks
like a giant fist with an extended finger pointing west.
And then the majestic vistas of the foothills of the
Tetons opened before us. Like crooked fingers pointing
up, up, up, the three high peaks began rising 10 million
years ago along a fault that broke the ground and
dropped the valley floor three to four times. They are
rugged beauties. (We also found where all the 500,000
citizens of Wyoming are—Jackson Hole. Everybody
wants to be near the Tetons.)

From the Tetons we wound our way up a 10 percent
grade and crossed into Idaho through the Teton Pass.
Targhee National Forest was our reward. Here is where
we reached the highest elevation of our trip at 8,431
feet. Even though we caravaned only a narrow corridor
of this small state, we saw the most beautiful fields of
Idaho potatoes and canola blossoms along the Snake
River Plateau as well as experienced the beauty of Last
Trail Pass which opened our doorway into Montana.
More wide open than Wyoming, Montana is definitely
“Big Sky Country.” Walkie Talkies were our landlines.
Our journey through Montana unfolded diverse terrain
that ranged from Rocky Mountains to Great Plains. We
were awed by the ethereal beauty of the foothills sur-
rounding Victor, Montana where Gordon Babbitt was laid
to rest underneath a century-old tree in a historic ceme-
tery; we snacked on delicious cherries and huckleberries

we bought along the shores of the pristine Flathead
Lake—the largest natural freshwater lake west of
the Mississippi River; we delighted in visits to such
places as Hungry Horse Dam, Deer Lick Saloon, and
of course Going-to-the-Sun Road—the 50 mile road
that showcases snow-capped peaks, lakes, and
alpine hiking trails of Glacier National Park. Randy
and I even drove into Canada for a day visit to the
quaint European village of Waterton and to see a
view of the Canadian Rockies that is very different
from the American. These mountains were sur-
rounded by prairies that in spring blossom in wild-
flowers. When our caravan had gone as far north as
we could, we turned south toward Butte. This turn
of the century mining town has the largest popula-
tion of Irish Americans per capita of any city in the
US, yet Randy and I still managed to find the one
wine bar in the historic downtown. We dined on
shrimp tacos and wine and sampled a delicious Cold
Smoke Scotch Ale, a native brew from Montana
grown barley. From Butte to Billings, we were

headed for Little Big Horn Battlefield. This national
monument to the US Army's 7th Cavalry and the
Sioux and Cheyenne who fought to preserve their
way of life is a terrible beauty. National Park
Rangers told us the story of Custer's Last Stand as
we sat facing an expansive view of the battle-
grounds and tried to reconcile the beauty with all
the suffering.

' to Texas; some headed to
Colorado; and Randy and I
headed to South Dakota,
along with half a million
motorcyclists. We arrived
in Rapid City at the same
time the Sturgis, SD an-
nual motorcycle rally
8§ began. It was exhilarating
sharing the road with so
much black leather. Mt
Rushmore and the Crazy
Horse Monument were
awe inspiring, but our
drive through the Black
Hills of Custer State Park
gave us the best moments of our entire trip. We
took the scenic drives called Needles Highway and
Iron Mountain Road. Needles Highway is a spectacu-
lar drive through pine and spruce forests, meadows
surrounded by birch and aspen, and rugged granite
mountains. The road's name comes from the needle
like granite formations that seem to pierce the hori-
zon along the highway. Mountain goats often
guarded the entrance to the eyes of the needles.
Iron Mountain Road is famous for its pigtail bridges
and one lane tunnels. These tunnels frame Mt.
Rushmore National Memorial like a picture frame.
We will definitely return to this spectacular part of
our American landscape. We drove from the Black
Hills to the Badlands and could not believe how dra-
matically land could change in such a short distance.
At the Badlands we felt as if we were walking on the
surface of the moon. We saw clay-like structures of
volcanic ash and yellow and red sediment from an-
cient seas.The sediment is filled with fossils of
sabre-toothed tigers, rhinos, and horses.
We left The Badlands and headed east toward Sioux
Falls. We crossed the Missouri River; we toured the
Corn Palace; and we walked the quartz bedrock
along the falls of the Big Sioux River. Saying good-
bye to South Dakota, we turned south to Independ-
ence, Missouri and enjoyed touring the Harry
Truman Presidential Library. We ended our twenty-
six day adventure with a stop in Bull Shoals,
Arkansas and its breathtaking views of the White
River. We overnighted in a beautiful city park in
Milan, Tennessee so that I could visit the cemetery
in nearby McKenzie where my grandparents are
buried. We spent the last night of our trip in a fa-
vorite city, Nashville. We were glad to return to our
summer home in Crossville, Tennessee at the
Airstream Park on Cumberland Plateau. Eleven
states and 5,070 miles—what a ride!
