The May Rally of TGCU is all about
Vintage and Nostalgia. | thought |
would take a moment to let you know
how everything started here at Texas
Airstream Harbor with the hard work
of the members of the Texas Gulf
Coast Unit. TGCU was the second
unit formed in Region 9 receiving its
charter at the 1967 WBCCI Interna-
tional Rally in Santa Rosa, CA.

LaRene and Kelley "Mac" McCarty
who spearheaded the organization of
TGCU, Merle Klinger (1st TGCU
president), and Livey Klinger (Ist
TGCU Secretary) airstreamed to the
International Rally to pick up our
charter. Our first membership roster consisted of 17 member-
ships.The yellow banner hanging on the wall in the clubhouse was
the flag carried in the first parade that TGCU participated in.

In the early years,TGCU monthly meetings were held in over 30
different locations. The difficulty in finding space for our mem-
bers' monthly rallies that was affordable, nice, and accessible to
the most members prompted a group of members led by Bill
Mayette and Joe Ehrhart to look for a suitable permanent Rally
Park. A motion was made at the February 12, 1972 meeting by
Joe Ehrhart that President Paul Davis appoint a committee to
study the possibility of TGCU purchasing property for club usage.
The final plans for developing an Airstream Park on 25 acres on
the shores of Lake Sam Rayburn were adopted by the members
on October 14, 1972. Texas Airstream Harbor, Inc. received its
State Charter on December | 1, 1972.

After all the pine trees on the property were sold and harvested,
the concrete slab for the clubhouse was poured on September
23,1973. It was completed on December 12, 1973. The street
lights were turned on April 13, 1974, and the water and sewer
systems were completed on April 22, 1974.

The first TAHI Airstream Rally was the weekend of September 13,
1974. The Grand Opening Rally was the weekend of October
13, 1974, and TAHI has been going strong ever since. TAHI suc-
ceeded through the hard work, cooperation and volunteerism of
the members which still forms the backbone of the park today.
All members of the Texas Gulf Coast Unit should remember that
TAHI is the home of the Texas Gulf Coast Unit. Today TGCU
and TAHI memberships are still growing. A new generation is
continuing to make the park a great place to stay and to live.
What will this millennium hold for us in the Texas Gulf Coast Unit
of WBAC and Texas Airstream Harbor...?

Therefore, we are on water restrictions until further no-
tice. On Friday the 24th English Drilling Company was able to
assess our issue and determined the motor did burn up. Repairs



should have begun by the time you read this and total cost of re-

pair can’t be estimated until the pump is removed from the 180

foot deep well. It appears that our insurance will take care of

most of the repairs financially.

I'll let the pictures explain the manpower, major equipment and

preparations it took to remove 2 very high, 5 inch tree limbs that

had to be cleared so the big derrick truck could remove all that
pipe, wire and finally the motor. Thank you to Bill Pearson, Terry
McFillin, Carl Hanks, Rodger Kelley, and Lee Deland, the “Saw
Man.”

We had our every 3 year sewer plant inspection on the 24th of
April. We did extremely well and have addressed most if not all of
the very minor issues. One item was identified that will require a
work day or two in-a-row to address. Stay tuned. | know you'll
will be lined up to help.

Another simple but very important item has been crossed off my
list of goals that | presented the Membership back in December.
Clubhouse Chair, Nancy Fitzgerald loaded up all the TAHI Fire Ex-
tinguishers and had them recertified.
