In
addition to the Regional and International charitable
giving, our unit gave over $2,000 to the Zavalla Food
Pantry, collected over $1,500 for Christmas Baskets for the
needy, and awarded a well-qualified graduating high
school student a $500 Scholarship for Vocational Studies.
How blessed we are to be able to share. I’m ending on
this note—may God continue to bless us all!
