We've been working very hard to ensure everything looks its best on 21st July. Now there
is an emphasis on having wildlife friendly gardens, especially to ensure birds, bees,
butterflies and other insects can thrive; the 4 gardens reflect this. They have many
features, including wildlife ponds, vegetable gardens, orchards, exuberant flower-packed
borders, a wonderful rockery bank, interesting trees and shrubs and seating with
wonderful views.

As usual, an extensive selection of plants, many of which can be seen growing in the
gardens, will be on sale at Dormers. Home-made Teas will be available at Stowey Mead.
These sales will be on a cash only basis and in aid of Stowey Church. And it’s an easy walk
from the car park opposite Dormers to the other gardens.

There is ample off-road parking at Dormers in Stowey Bottom, (BS39 5TL). Admission is £7
per adult, with accompanied children under 16 being free. For entry to the gardens, you
can either pay by cash or card, (by card at Dormers only), or you can pre-book on the NGS
website, www.ngs.org.uk All admission fees are given to the National Garden Scheme,
which distributes the money to various healthcare charities, amongst them The Queen’s
Nursing Institute, Macmillan Cancer, Parkinson’s UK, Hospice UK and Marie Curie.

CSPC co-opted two new members to the council, Rowan Coleman and Nicola Wilson.
RHS ‘Community Bloom’ update: the RHS will be visiting the village to judge on Friday 26"
July in the morning. Working groups are meeting up regularly to work on various projects
around the village, any help is still most welcome. Please contact
nicolaainger@chewstoke.org.uk if you can help. A portfolio has to be completed by 12
July, again any help will be most welcome.

National Grid (NG) need to replace a telegraph pole near the ford, they have come back
with plans to place a cable at the ford underground to prevent a large metal pole being
erected on the corner of Pilgrims Way and School Lane. Cllr Baker agreed to discuss
digging the trench with NG, it is not within the PC’s remit to undertake this work.

CSPC has received renewed proposals from B&NES for a pedestrian crossing on Bristol
Road. This would have to be situated between Quarry Hay and The Stoke, and cross to the
post box by the bus stop. If the village wish to have a zebra crossing, some street lights
would be required, awaiting info from B&NES about what would be needed. Views of
residents are welcome. If lighting is not wanted, to consider different coloured road
surface and/or island etc. Agreed the need for a safer crossing location, especially now
the shop is open, where there is the playpark, Primary School and Rectory Field on either
side of the road. The road is very busy, a main thoroughfare to many other villages in the
valley with vehicles exceeding the 20mph speed limit. Agreed to discuss at the July
meeting.

Complaints have been received about overgrown hedges around the village, the
groundsman has cut back overgrowth where it is within his contract, and homeowners
have been asked to cut back hedging from their properties.

CSPC has been in discussion with the Primary School about safe walking routes to school
when the ford is flooding. Information received from the school confirms that if there
were no access for emergency vehicles to the school, it would have to shut for safety
reasons. Although there have been requests from some parents to look at ways to keep
the school open even during severe flooding, last winter this amounted to 3 days when it
was very wet, and evidence shows that many parents would prefer not to risk driving
their children to and from school in dangerous conditions and are happy that the school is
closed in these circumstances.

Bristol & Avon Rivers Trust (BART) met with CSPC representatives in March to look at
issues around Chew Stoke and flooding around the school area. To get a more detailed
insight into where the main issues are coming from, and identifying solutions for this,
BART would need to spend a lot more dedicated time looking at the site and surrounding
catchment during storm events. They have provided us with a quote to undertake further
investigations and to provide a suite of opportunities to help reduce flooding in Chew
Stoke. If CSPC to pay for this, it will contact various local organisations to seek funding.
The new shop, will is called the ‘Grocertree’, opened officially on June 3" The new
tenant, Thaya received a very warm welcome at the opening. It will be open 7 days a
week, 7Zam-10pm (to 9pm on Sundays). Thaya is looking for a Shop Manager, ideally a

local person, please contact him if you are interested. Continued next page......
