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Ozet

Rusya-Ukrayna savasi, Avrupa-Atlantik bolgesindeki giivenlik dinamiklerini yeniden sekillendirerek
Tiirkiye ve NATO'yu stratejik onceliklerini yeniden belirlemeye zorlamistir. Bu makale, bir yildan uzun
stredir devam eden silahli bir ¢atigma ortaminda Tiirkiye ve NATO arasindaki iliskilerin gelisimini ele
almakta ve degisen jeopolitik gerceklerin Tirk dis politikasini nasil etkiledigini incelemektedir. Bu
savagin is birligini agir1 bir diizeye tagimasina ragmen, ayni zamanda ittifak icindeki yapisal gerginligi de
ortaya ¢ikardigini savunmaktadir. Bunun nedeni, Tiirkiye'nin bir yandan Moskova ve Kiev arasinda
arabuluculuk yapmasinin yani1 sira NATO'un caydiricilik durusunu ve bolgesel istikrar faaliyetlerini
desteklemesi; diger yandan stratejik cografya tarafindan belirlenen enerji kirilganligi ve bolgesel hedefleri
nedeniyle bagimsiz dis politikalar izlemesidir. Bu makale, savasin Tiirkiye'nin ¢ok dnemli bir bélgesel
oyuncu olarak konumunu daha da pekistirdigi, ancak ayni zamanda yiikk paylasimi, savunma
modernizasyonu ve hatta ittifak uyumu hakkinda yeni tartismalara yol a¢tig1 sonucuna varmaktadir. Bu
dinamiklerin anlagilmasi, Tirkiye ile NATO arasindaki iliskinin bundan sonra nasil gelisecegini ve
bolgesel guvenlik mimarisi Gzerindeki etkilerini belirleyecektir.
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TURKIYE-NATO RELATIONS IN THE CONTEXT OF THE RUSSIA-UKRAINE
WAR

Abstract

The Russia-Ukraine war has reshaped the security dynamics in the Euro-Atlantic region, forcing Turkey
and NATO to recalibrate their strategic priorities. This paper discusses the evolution of relations between
Turkey and NATO against the background of an armed conflict that has been going on for more than a
year now and examines how changing geopolitical realities have influenced Turkish foreign policy. It
argues that though this war brought cooperation to its extreme level, it simultaneously unveiled structural
tension within the alliance as well. This is because, on one hand, Turkey supports NATO’s deterrence
posture and regional stability activities besides being a mediator between Moscow and Kyiv; on another
hand pursues independent foreign policies due to its energy vulnerability and regional ambitions which
are determined by strategic geography. This paper concludes that, yes, the war has further consolidated
Tiirkiye’s position as a very important regional player but at the same time opened new debates about
burden sharing, defense modernization, and even alliance cohesion. An understanding of these dynamics
is what would inform how the relationship between Tirkiye and NATO unfolds moving forward and its
attendant effects on regional security architecture.
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
