WACC Rules 

1. Contacts may be made on any amateur radio band or mode (no repeater/digipeater 
contacts, however satellite contacts are accepted). 

2. A confirmation must be presented for each of the 8 counties. Confirmations may be 
any combination of QSL card copies or LOTW or QRZ Log screenshot:

o Physical QSL cards must have the CT County either printed or written. 

3. All contacts must be made from the same country. 
4. Portable and mobile units may be claimed. Stations on county lines count for both 

counties, provided the confirmation from the worked station confirms the county line 
operation. 

5. Single band/mode applications are accepted and the WACC award will be suitably 
Endorsed.  Note: QRZ proof is only by mode; mixed, cw, phone, digital
