Curatorial Note:  

Simple. Happy. Appealing. Primary. Just some adjectives that one uses
while glimpsing Vincent Gréby’s art pieces for the first time. But a more
detailed study of these minimalistic, playful representations of everyday
life leads one to consider the complexities that lie just below the surface
of these joyfully captured vignettes. These works of art are deliberately
childlike, like those created by one who has embraced absurdity over
worldly tribulations, to provide a peek into what it looks like to deliberately
live life without complications. By the end of the visual experience, the
simplistic has transcended into a complex work of art – defiant and
elevated beyond constricting definitions and labels.

With flowers in various stages of bloom and emotion, in the company of
everyday objects, Vincent Gréby has created a fantastical world that is
grounded in living realism, but celebrated in magical joy and surrealism.
