Elijah Confronts Ahab
Message #2 1 Kings 18:1-19 January 25, 2026
Elijah: The Bold Prophet 
· Role: A powerful prophet challenging Ahab and Jezebel's idolatry.
· Character: Fearless, bold, and obedient to God, even confronting the king directly.
· Action: He tells Obadiah to announce his presence to Ahab, promising rain. 
Obadiah: The Faithful and Quiet Bureaucrat 
· Role: The governor of King Ahab's house, secretly devoted to the Lord.
· Character: Fearful of Ahab but deeply faithful, hiding prophets from Jezebel.
· Action: He fears delivering Elijah's message to Ahab, worried Elijah will vanish, and he'll be killed. 
The Encounter (1 Kings 18:7-15)
1. Divine Appointment: God orchestrates Elijah meeting Obadiah as Obadiah searches for pasture for Ahab's animals.
2. Obadiah's Fear: Obadiah recognizes Elijah but fears handing him over to Ahab.
3. Elijah's Assurance: Elijah insists, telling Obadiah to announce him, promising to meet Ahab. 
Ahab the Narcist. (1Kings 18:17-19)
1. Blamed Elijah for Israel’s Problems
2. Elijah Rejects the accusation. Turns the blame on Ahab.
3. Elijah calls for a showdown on Mount Carmel.
Significance
· Contrasting Faith: Shows different ways believers serve God: Elijah's public confrontation and Obadiah's quiet preservation.
· God's Providence: God uses both, even in hostile environments, to bring about His purposes.
· Setup for the showdown on Mount Carmel: Their meeting sets the stage for Elijah's dramatic victory over the prophets of Baal.
